afforded, as well ug the foundation laid
for tastes that may prove of the greatest
benefit in after life. It is generally
ugreed that children, like fowls, are
better when liviog in smsller num-
bers, 80 by ali means let the ‘ehil-
dren’s bome ' and similar iostitutiocs
be where land is plentiful enough to af-
ford little gurdens, and mucy of the
eare and annoyance will be taken from
those having these institutions io
charge, in exchange for a moderate
amount of careand tostraction in teach-
ing the listle gardeners how to prosced.
In the Eistern Siates especially, where
the relative imporiance of gardening to
larger farming is greatly iucreasing.
will knowledge gaived in this way be
useful aod teach  self-help. o
the large institutions where the
inmates are lighted and watered
aud warned by wachinery, they cer
tainly do not learn to be sell-helpful,
and there is no intellectual stimulus or
anything to develop individuality, and
the elements of character die out, with
no cecasion to provide for their own
wants or opportunity to study cause
and effect. We wish all young people
who have been injured in body or mind
by society or circumstances could go
back on the scil to be recruited or
cured by mother pature.”
