R0 tar the Joss of life s
not been great, but the accidents themselves
are ocenrring with such alarming frequency
s to create a general feeling of insecurity
among all who have oceasion 10 travel, es.
peeially over certaln lines, There Is no
real excuse for these accidents, The riil-
roads themselves can lenst afford 1o stffer
the damage which direetly and indircetly
they are mflieting upen themselves by their
own imprudence and carelessness.

The scenes of the larger proportion of the
more recent accidents have been on the
Norfolk and Westesn and the James liver
division of the Chesapeake and Ohio Reail-
road, these rouds belng e posad to unusial
risks, on account of the nuerons coul trains
that are brought over them every dny 'n
either dircction, both lines having only
single tracks. The Norfolk amd Western
Company i& now engaged in constructing
a double track on the greater portion of its
yosd, and this must certainly reduc: the
number of necldents that have beon tuking
plunce on that line of railway. The con-
struction of this double track is a step de-
manded by the interests of the rallroad as
well as the interests of the public.

“The Richmond nnd Alleghany division
his relioved the main track of the Chesas
peake and Obio Railway Company, butat the
same time, this has only increased its own
chance of being the scene of accidents from
the passing to amd fro of numerous conl
trains. The passage of such trains should
only encourage & spirit of greater caution
and prodence in those who have the road in
charge.

The publie are begiuning to regand the
constant recurrence of accldents on these
different lines with an impatience that will
e satisfied with nothing less than such o

ge in their mothiods as will ensure the
highest degree of satety both to employes
and travelers,

GENERAL FREMONT.

The death of John C. Fremont rpmoves
forever from  view the most pletuesgue
figure, in some respeots, in the history of
the United States during the course of the
tastfifty years, His nume will be always me-
morable in the annals of this country, first
o1 toufury iy ing vdoreeda” il goeties itnh
the Pacifie ocean, and, secondly, as the first
candidate of the Ropublican party, which
four years afterwards was 1o be suceessful
in the person of Abraham  Lincoln, and
which was to maintain its supremacy, with
an interval of four years only, for thirty
years,

It is in the first character, however, that
Fremont will make the strongest appeal to
historie interest, for his Presidential candi-
daey eoded in a defeat almost as disastrous
a8 his briet career as a soldicr in the eivil
war, It s asa path-tinder that he will go
down 1o posterity. His numerous journeys
up and down the section of country Iving in
the shadow of the Rocky mountaing, and
extending as far as the Sierra Nevada, will
always bave an airof romance which in-
vests but fow explorations that have been
made on this contingnt, The mighty forests
through which he pussed, the grassy plains
dotted with buffalo and antelope, the troops
of Indians, the vative villages, the chains
of stupendous mountaios, with their wildly
magnificent  scenery, all  constitute  a
strange and varied background for the de-
seription of the different adventures in war
and ¢hase whieh the path-finder has given
in his account of his expeditions,

The political episodes in Fromost's 1ife,
for he was not only a Hepublican eandi-
date for the Presidency, but also, at one
time, 8 member of the United States Sene
ate, scem o e entirely Incongruous with
the impressions formed of him as a great
explorer, accustomed 1o a savage country
und 1o strange seenes fur boyond the utmost
verge of civilization. 1t is most appropri.
