These advanstages wili
come to be better known o preportion to
the inerense in the Northern travel to' the
pxtreme South, Whatever superiority in
mildoess the ellmates of South Carolina
and Florida may lave over the climate of
Richmond, will, in the eyes of many North-
ern people who will herenfter seek Lbhe
South in winter, be dlecounted in favor of
this elty on sccount ol its comparative
proximity to those great cities of the North
front which the largest proportion of the
Nopthorn visitors in the Southern States is
drawn.

A traveler lenving Richmond in the ove-
ning arrives in New York, for instance,
enrly next morning, after sleeping as uniis-
turbed sw i he had spent the night in his
own house. This will In tume be regarded
al the North as & very important condition,
and it will eonfer n commensurate benefit
upon our city.

The ndvantages that would aeccrue from
the erection in Righmond of a hotel, con-
venlently located and having every modern
appolntment, is shown at every turn, but
eapecially in our mild winter seasons, The
hotel onow established would be a standing
advertisement, and it would not be very
many years before it would be necessary Lo
erect eompanion botels on the same great
seale to accommodate the incrense that
wonld certninly follow in the volume ot
Sorthern visitors who would spend several
months In onr midst in order to enjoy
wilder climate than that which they have
at tho North.

LONG TRIP OF A BOTTLE.

A Sea Yovage of Sixty-Three Hundred
Miles In Thr s Yeurs.

Particular attention has for several years
been paid 1o the sulject of ovean currents,
anil various devices have been emploged for
ascertaining the sot und dritg of the great
rlviers of the oce Of the many excellent
resulls obtalned by these various methods,
It Is extremely doubtful if auy of the bottles
over took n fonger trip than obe recently
sicked up on Ambergris Key, o small island
n the Caribbean sea, close to the coast of
Yucatan. A bark that recently returned
from the tropies brought a Nate hottle of
about half a pint capacity, picked up on tae
bieseh on the 18tk of 1ast month, In this
bottle was & smuall rectangular piece of
paper, somewhat stpined and very much
crumpled, on which was written in penell:

This bottle was thrown from the steam-
shin Cepbalonis, of the Cunnrd line, on
the 24th of November, 1547, by W, C. Lip-
Imrd. about 400 miles from Boston. Any-
soddy finding this will please send it to the
Bostan newspapers,

The record shows that the Cephalonin on
her voyvage trom Liverpool reached HBoston
on November #5th, two days after the hot-
tle was thrown overboard, In the three
years' voyage thut the little bottle took it
traveled about 0,500 miles, us far us ean be
estimated and judging from what is already
known of ocean currents. 1t would not
have been possible for it to have foated
down the cosst, around the Southern
wrt of Florldas, through the Gull of

exioo, and s on by the west end ef Cuba
tir the Yueatan copst. ‘Lhe currents are not
favoruble to that course, so that the ouoly
route left is to make the cireuitof the At-
1antio and follow the streams as they run
east toward the Azores, then taking a turn
to the southwanl, and when some 1,2
miles south of our latitude and in about 25
or 80 degrees west longitude making anotber
turn to the west and south, From this poini
the course would be iuclined tow the
northern coast of =outh Amerlea and would
follow that const until the Central Ameri-
oun const was renched, wbere iV would turn
to the porth and cross to Yucatun, Iostead
of golng quite as far south as the South
Amoricun ¢oast, 112 journey could be short-
eped by branching off and passiog between
Cuba and Haytl and so north of Jamaloa to
the Yuuatan coast,

It wounld be of great interest if the mys-
tery of the bottle's course eould be solved,
and the whys and wherefores for seleoting
the eourse followed could be known.
:Ind made was not far from an aberage of

x miles por day, whieh, altbough not that
of the ocean greybound, enabled it to “get
there all the same,”—-New York Tites.
