The Negroes and Tholr Churches.

Two of tho largest of the colored churches
af this eity, the second Africun Baptist aud
thie Bryun Baptist, are having trouble of so
serious a chirseter that it is a question
whethor the congregation of each of them
wili not be broken up. And the trouble in
each congregation grows ont of differences
relative to [t minister, Savannah hos been
potedl for n long Lime for the numoer of her
coloreil churchod, Some of these churches
Bave s very large pumber of members.
Even i slavery times the eolored ebnrehes
attractod adtention, not only because of the
slze of their cougregations, lint also becagse
of tho interest that was taken in them.
hen they were managed by white trustees,
aml as a rule they were very well managed,
'ty Httle troubles which arose wore qidckly
adjusted,  The congregations wire satistied
with thelr migisters, and found o great desl
of plensure in all matters counected with
their ehurches.

After the civil war the colored people
thought they would ratber munsge thelr
own churel affnirs, The white trustecs,
therefors, got out of the way, and (he eol
ored folks seleeted offivers from wipong their
own numbers. 1t was not long belore they
Iszan to bave trontile,  Differences cropped
out which led to lawsnits and even to Vie-
Lient disturbances, 1o some of the churches
there hys been comparatively Httle harmony
sinoe they have passed entirely under the
eontrol of the blacks. There s oo doubt
that the colored people are vory sincere in
therr profession of religion, but a great
muny, perbaps the great majority of them,
have n Father cloudy ides of religion, and
of the obligations which it imposes, Their
thealogy containg n geod deal of Kepobli.
can pobith a4 and not & few  superstitions,
Their religon, therclore, when they have
lifferences in their churches, dogs not exert
u very groat restradniog fnfluence.—~Savan.

USEFUL FACTS ABOUT VARIOUS
SUBJECTS

The Grest Parisian Aquarium for the Par-
pose of Breeding Fiah to Replenish the
Rivers of France—ElectrisiiyjBoring
Tunnals—Other Itemas.

In Paris an aquarium is maintained for
the purpose of breeding flsh for replenishing
the rivers of France, A quantity of Call-
tornian sa'mon are kept in a tank specially
constructed for the purpose of wrtificial
braeding, which at s cergain time of the
year (o carried out in the following mun-
per g 'he water i8 reduced to a low level and
& number of operators énter the tank, and,
toreing before them a wire sereen, drive the
fish to one end of the tank. This is gene-
rally a very troublesome operation, as the
salmon resist most vigorously, frequently
Jumping over the net und uu&lut%ng an
active chase of longer or shorter duration,
a6 the case may be, When the fish are all
enciosed in one part of the tank & certain
number are takean out and carefully ex-
amined. Eack female salmon is male by
pressure to relense the unfertilized egus
which it contalns, which are recelved in an
irom bucket, After this ls done the salmon
iw released and allowed to swim away into
the free part of the tank. When a sufficient
?unuly of spawn bas thus been collected
n the bucket o male fish is caught, and
squeezed caretully by the hand of the opera-
tor. are impregnated with the

uneommon to see one of the men knocked
clean ovar by a blow from the tall of a
twenty pound salmon. One of the resuits
of this mode f artiticial breeding I8 that
mare than 200,000 healthy fish are trane
ferred to the river Seine every year.—1hils.

A French sclentist has lately introduced
# process for the engraving of designe on
wood, leather or similar waterinle by means
of & pencil or tool, the point of which 1s eon.
stantly at red heat, After s series ol ex.
periments with hot rons and platinum wire
heateld by electriaity, n special tool was
finally devised by the invientorof this pro-
cess, which renders the operation extremely
simjle. The tool in question is another ap-
plication ot the cautery instrument used by
surgrons, The peacil hna & wooden handle
upon which is mounted @ small platinum
tube with & fine point. Two separate re-
eoptacles communieate with the tool by
means of a rubber tube, One of theso
contning a hydrocarbon, such as aleohol,
henzine or wood spirit, and the other oon-
taips compressed alr. A coustant tiow of
the hydre-carbon vapor is muintained at
the point of the tool, which le therebmkept
In a state of intense heat.  Both receptacles
are provided with regulating apparatus, by
which the supply of ink can be &djusted or
eut off, as desdred.  The operation of tracing
designs on woodwork and leather is thus
simplined to the utmost possible extent, A
tracing of the design is wade on the article
o he ornamented, and any degree of relisf
is instantly effected, very little skill on the
part of the operator being required. The
