than the English. We are mecustomed to
think of it us hiaving shared the same fute of
Latin, This is n grest mistake, Nowhere
po far as known, dovs the speech of old
Home exist, ‘the langusge of the Gracelis,
of Cicero and of Marcus Aurelius, lies en.
tombed, It muy be said to bhuve & sort of
life in the deathiless Latin literature alao in
the languages of Italy, Frunce and Spaiu,
The Latia ustions show by their apeech their
Latin affinity. But even Ituly and Bome itaeli
speuk i lunguage which would be 'all Greek™

to both the republic and the empire. Not
.10 with  Gireece, I hint  country stil)
uses the Greek languuge, as  tinly ws
Americas uses the English language, and the

few Gireeks in oar ey, indistinguishable trom
the Itulians, use the same lsuguage, wiln
alight dinlectic variutions, ns did the people
trom whotn thoe world Lus derived its bighest
deals in art sod io biternture. Vhe isolation
of Greecs from the rest of burope in modern
times  has  preveuted o realization  of
the vituity ot Gireek.  The students
of it huve confitted themselves to the study ot
its literature.
