CONVICT LABOR IN THE SQUARY.

The proposition to anbstitute honeat lahor
for the convict labor, which ia now used in
the Capitol Square, and to a certain extent in
the Capitol building, is ona that {or a numbaer
of years has been constantly pressed upon the
nttention of the Geueral Assembly, but <o far
without sucosss,

It is not to ba supposed thut the members
ot our Legislature have any preferences for
working men in striped clothing. The ex-
planation of their retention in the Capitol
Square has niwuys beeu that it entsiled s
smaller expense upon the State, which was
already required to support them, than free
Iabor woull do. It was s measure of
economy which was thought to be demanded
by the general principle which the Stats was
séeking to apply in every branch of the pob-
lic administration.

Whether it would not have been letter to
biava relaxed tha principle in this instance 18
8 question wyich might well hLdve received
an afirmative reply, The offense to the sense
of publie propriety which was caused by the
presence of convicta in the Capitol Square and
building might very well have justified the
Stute in making & small disbursement of the
public funds to remove so repulsive an eye.
sore. To have a small body of conviets,
clothed in their suggestive prison garb, not
wersly tramping about the walks in the
square, but even brushing sgainst refined
visitors whilein the act of examining the
curiosities in the Iibrary, i8 & spectacle that
cnsts & rerious reflection upon Virginia, nnd
Las raised n sense of shnwme in many of her
sons who Lave witnessod it.

Thoe present General Assembly has many
neéw ropresontatives in ita membership, whoss
susceptibilities have not yet been hardened
by familiarity with this spectacle, and wa
mincerely hope that when they comse to vote
on the question of abolisking conviet labor
about the Capitol grounds and building they
will not anly favor the proposition themselves,
but use their influencs to alter the views of
those of their associates who are at present
opposed to u change

This is s measure in which the peopls of
the whole Commonweslth are gensrally in-
terested, but to the people of thiseityitis a
measure which 18 of peculiar personal {mmpor-
tance, for IMichmond possesses a special
property in the Capitol Square and building.
The daily disfigurement of those loealities by
the presence of convicts 1s more than nsually
odions to our people. Now that the finaneial
condition of the State promises to improve
the Legisiature shoull not hesitate tu spend
thie few hundred dollars which will Le re.
guired to remove the Llot which 1a cudstug 8o
much dissstisfaction.

THE NICARAGUA CANAL,

A Most Important Agency In Our Commer-
clnd Development,

Hon, B. P, Tracy, Secretary of the Navy, in
his recent report, says on the subject of the
inorense of the navy and the ijutimate rela-
tion it boara to the eommerce of the country
ks very interesting reference to the Nica-
ragus eannl. He says on the hllhﬁut;

Lhe course of events during the past year

has shown anew the pecessity of continuing
the developiuent of the navy, 'The demands
upon it bave been constaut, aud they are con.
stautly growing, The rapid extension of
commercial relations has doulled the im-
worthuee of our interests, especially in the
‘acitic. It was said & lew years ago by a
keen foreign observer “Some day or other
there will be n great rivalry of three or four
nations i the Pacifie for the commerce of
those sens, aud the country which hes culti-
viitedl its strongth with o view to thut contin-
cency will earry off n chief part of the prize,”
Fhe rivalry Lus already begun, snd the signs
ure evident on every hand of sharp competi-
tion,

it is apporent that the mercantile competi
tors of this conutry are to-day enlarging their
ficlds of activity witi & more sggressive en-
ergy than ever Lefore, No one ean fail to
abserve the indications of » systematie effort
to take advantage of the disturbed conditions
now prevailing in many of the smaller
States, In  this movement naval as.
cendency plays a large part. The con-
“0 juences nre not far 1o seck. The estab-
lishment of complets eommercial supremacy
by a European power in any State of the
Western Lemisphere means the exelusion of
American influence and the virtual destrue-
tion, a8 far as tint State is coneerned. of in-
dependent existence. With the great mari-
time powers it s ooly & step from commer-
cial control to territoral control,

If that most important ageney in the com-
morcial development of the t nited States, the
Nicaragun canal, were completed, the strate-
gie situstion would be largely modified, At
the present time the two seabonrds are so re-
mote that each reqgnires its separate systam of
nnval defense.  EFach has its vulperable
points, and each Las neighbors that sre
well prepared for  offensive movements.
There i3 n circle of insular fortresses
facing our Atlantic seaboard, the sole ohject
of whose existence is to maintain  naval out-
posts at our doora, There are States in the
Preifie, and not large States sither, whoso
fleets ure more powertul than any foros that
wo could readily bring to meet them. To
protect either seabonrd, even when our pre-
sent authorized flest is completed, will in-
volve stripping the other at a critizal
moment.

I believe that publie opinion in tha United
Stutes desires to see this country provided
with nn efficient naval protection, The press,
which represents the best intelligencs of the
conntry, speaks on the subject with clear-
ness and  emphasis, 16 believes, and the

| country believes with it, that this wrotection

14 un obligation npon the National Govern-
ment. 1t does not belisve that cities
like San  Francisco, Seattle, and Tacoma
should be opened to the attacks of a third-

rate  power. whosa ships, by a sud-
den  movement, may enforcs ecoptribu.
tions  that would pay in advance the
expense of a war. If any one belisves
that  such  mpidity of movement is
impossible, let  Lum  recull  the  eir-
cumstances  under which the Esmer.-
aldn  appearsd in  April  last, with-
out warning, close to the Californian

coast, sending on the Itata to San liego.
As little does publie opinion believe that the

seaporta of the gulf and the
Atlantie should be um-mtortﬂ.h from attack
by any nation whose fortified harbors and
fully-equipped naval dock-yards are within
fortv.eight liours' stesming.

But it is not the seaconst States alons that
have & direet iuterest in naval efficiency.
fhe prosperity of the whale interior de.
peads  upon  the uninterrapted supply
of the demands of n  foreign market.
It when war comes we are not in a
position. to protect  the transportation
of our food products, the foreign market
will be clused. By the blockade of such great
outlets as Ginlveaton, New Orleans and M.obile
in the Gulf, and the Chesapeake and Dels-
ware and New York on the Atlautic, the grest
industry of the interior will be paralyzed.
