State committes met at 00 A, M. in the
rooms at tho Stanwix. Only three contests
were presented, aud all were quickiy settled.
Then the committee of protest was ndmitted,
and Bourke Cookrun asked E. Lllers Ander-
gon, ite spokesman, if the protest was not pre-
wrod belore the date of the convention had

on fixed. Mr. Anderson admitted that it
was prepoarad two days before.  But it had
besn rumored that the date would be Feb.
runry 2ud.

Mr. Grady, of the State committes, said it
was evident that the protest was agaiust the
candidate, not against the date, r. Lirnce
denied this.

On motion of Mr, Cookran the protest was
1aid on the table, and the protesting delega.
