Omama, Nen,, Joly 4—At 7 o'clock this
morning George F. Washburn, of Doston, the
ohief organizer of the movement in favor of
the nomiuations for the presideney of Upited
States Benator J. H, Kyle, sent the followidg
dispatch to that geutleman at Washinglon:

A call of the roll haviog de-
veloped the fact that s guorum was lacking, &
glos olub was pressed into service until the
committes on rules was resdy with its repork
From the committes on credentials came
the report that thére were no contests, an
1,400 delegates had filed their credentials.

CHAIGMAN LOUCKS' SPEECH.

The elections were rutified with a yell and
Chairmau Loucks, on being presented, re-
ceived sn enthusiastic welcome, Heis a one-
leggod veteran and supported himself on Lis
erutohies, Loucks snnounced smid applause
that he would dispense with a speech sud
would content himself with expressing the
opinion that this was the greatest and grandest
oonvention ayer held, not only in this coun-
try. but in the cin&:r_od world. He wns
not one of thoss who belisved that the
republic was in daoger so long as the peovla
exiated. 1o congratulated them on the hsr.
mony that prevailed. There were no slaled
fixed up for the convention; the nominse
would be the choiso of the people and not the
ohowes of the wachine element. The speaker
then Isunched  out foto s  disparage-
ment of the Gresham boom and sn
eulogy of General Weaver, withont,
bhowever, montionimg pames. He said that
they must bave a candidate who would
stand fuir and square upon the plstform, who
would burn all bis bridges behind him; o mwan

who had already baan welghed in the People’s |

party's balanes and not been found wantiug.
It hid heeu said that they must not select
one of the old guard becanse forsooth he bad
been n (ireenbacker in times past. Did the
Republicans or Democrats drive their ald
leaders in the rear io this manner?

AFTEE THE RAILROADS,

The committes on resolutions reportad areso-
lution authioriziug the Chuir to appoint & com-

from Californiaand Montans, The former said
that the roads hud been asked for special
rates, the =ame sa given to Republican aud

U nion and Southern Pacitio roads.

The latter declayation was the sigonal for a
great dewmonstration, the entive audience
rising and oheering heartily.

Altbough the afternoon session wis called
to order at 2 o'clock, it was not until an hour
later that the delegstes wera seated.

with & hurrah. While waiting for the com-
miktee to respond a Kausas quartette brought
down the house with » campsign song with
the rofrain “Good.-Bye, Old Farties, Good.
Bye." When they biad finished the platform
committes through Delegate Cator, of Cali-
foruis, reported that the committes de-
clined to present s partial report,
but would make a full one asspeedily as
possible, Upon this half s dozen delegates sub-
mitted resolutions to proceed to the next order
of business—that of nominating candidates for
the presidency. 'This caused considerable
vommotion, in the midst of which a motion to
table the resolotion was adopted by s large
winjority—a viotory for the Gresham element.

TO ADOPT THE 51, LOUIS PLATFORM,

The anti-Greahamites, howsver. wers in for
8 fight, and accordiogly, W. K. Lamb, of
I'oxus, moved that the oomvention readopt
the St. Louis platform sud proceed to no
pations, This was secouded in & vigorous
speech by Mr. Brown, of Massachusetis, (ren-
oral Weaver's recognized spokesman. He
sald that there was no reason why they should
be kept thers all the week, while the
committes wsllowed people with crude
thecries to mppear before them end air
their superior knowladge of what the
conntry needs at this time. The St
Louis platform, he ssid, was the one npon
which the eandidate for the people was going
to smash the plutocracy in November. Me-
Dounsll, of New Jersey, reinforced Brown,
snd so did a delegste from Oklashoms, who
suid that the convention could do in fifteen
minutes what the committee on platforin
bad been engaged on for four days and was
atill engaged upon.
