TO THE MEMORY OF COLUMBUS.

A Grest Parade Partlcipated In by Maoy
Ships and Thousands of Citizeni—
“The Marine March,

New York, Oct. 11.—New York com-
merce todday paid tribute to the memory
of Columbus. The vast business of the
second seaport of the world was prac-
tically snspended, and more than 00
stepmors and tug-boats, the smallest of
them larger than the 75-ton “Santa
Marin,” the 50-ton “Pinta,” or the 40-
ton “Ninn,” in which the great discoverer
and his cowpanions wade their adven-
turous voyage, dropped their ordinary
avocations and formed iu majestie holi-
dny purade to do hitn hopor. From the
green heights of Fort Wadsworth, on
the western shore, to the entrance to
the Narrows, eastward to the shouls of
Hockawny and the sandy reaches of the
Hook, southward to the lllrhlands of the
Navesink, and northward to the dim
blne outlines of Palisades and the grassy
slopes of Riverside afar up the Hudson,
the scone wus one of marvellous life and
beauty, And all New York waas there to
soe it. Bvery one of the 250, stemners,

THE PROCESSION STARTE.

At 12:30 thoe signal to start was given,
and the column formed, irsg eame the
nuval militia of the Stute of New Yurk,
under command of J. W. Miller, cousist-
ine of tugs, divided into four squadrons,
fu ming the patrol line of the paride.
