SENATOR KENNA DEAD,

DISTINGUISHED WEST VIRGINIAN
SUCCUMEBS T0O HEART DISEASE,

Kketch of His Eveutful Career.General
Benjamin F, Butler Dies Saddenly
Also of Henrt Fallure. y

WASHINGTON, D. ., Jan. 1L=8enator
John E. Kenna, of West Virginia, died st
2 o'clock this morning of heart disecase,
from which he had been for some years
an acute sufferer, 80 much #o that for
A long Interval he had been compelled to
Abandon his duties as Senator and to
forego all mental exertion,

Two summers ago, with view of divert-
Ing bis mind from his physical allments,
he established arn amateur boat bulider's
shop and busicd himeelf in mechanical

operatlon of constructing hoata. He par-
tially recovired and resumed his seat in
the Senate and made one  memorable
speech, which was remarkable for its
length and ts vigor., but soon ruffercd 4
relapre from which he never rallled,

His sufferings during the luat few
months of his life, from heart spasms,
were g0 polgnant that to himself ns well
as to Nis family, denth must have been
looked

upon o8 almost welcome,
The death of Senotor Kenna wis a
painful announcement to all those who

were acqualnted with him. Though It was
known that he bas bheen critically il and
that several times durlng hls slekoess he
had been very close to de ath's door, still
the recent information from his bedside
waos of a most encouraging character, aud
hopes of his ullimate recovery were eh-
tertained. His friends began Lo hope that
the genlal, big-hewrtsd and generous fel-
low would aguin be In his old wecus-
tomed haunts, but the news this morning
of the fatal terminntion of his career
brought tears to the eyes of many o
manly acqualntance and suddenly dished
to pleces thelr fond alr enstles,

Henator Kenna has heen glck for many
months, but not until his growing malady
foreed him to bed wouldl his indomitable

will power admit thut Lhe was not as
strong as he wae In his carllor duye. Last
summer he began to show the glgns of
falling health, brought on by overwork
and n too close appli o his senn-
torial duties. He wan g 1 to tuke a
rert, but this acknowlsdement of his
wenkness he would not admit untll foroed
to. About the Ist of October he was tilten
sick and pleurisy wos developed. From

that day he never left his room, though
at times he was ahle to sit up. At or
time it was thought he conld not ree
from the plearisy, but his strong constis

tutlon allowed him (o avold death, tbat
the heart complleations which  ensued
were not to he overcome, MHe would have

a severs pttnek of the hourt, from which
it was thought that he could nor ype-
cover, but each time he would rally and

his family and friends would take pre-
newed hope, The recurrence of these at-
tacks, In which he guffered In agony,

finally shattered his system untl It was
unanie 1o withstend them,
The desk in the Senate occupled by Mr.

Kenna was draped In mourning te-day
His death caused the greatest sorrow
among his colleagues in that body, for

few haye held the genernl love and es-
teem which wus accorded hilm.
Henator Kenna left a wife and six chil-

dren, four boys and two girls, The old-
et of the children 15 abouat seventoon
and the youmgest boy was Just five yenrs
old yemterday. Hls slater, Mrs Jordan,

and her husbo nd were present at the last
moment, as was his halt-brother, M.
Ashby, of West Virginia.

The career of Mr. Kenna bas been one
of unsullied guccesa.

Vincent's Colleg it
later studied law with Miller & Quartier
at Charleston, On June 20 1870, he was
admitted to the bar and has continued
the practive of law ever minee. He was
elected progcouting attomey for Kanawha
county on the Democoratice ticket In 1872
and continued to serve In that position
unti) January 1, 1577, In )80 he was elpct-
ed by the bar in the respective « ntles

His first service In Copgress was as a
repre wative In the forty-fth Congress,
and he gerved in the successive ones until
he was chosen n senator 1o suceesd
Henry 6.

Throughout his congressional carcer he
had n law partner at howe, nnd as far
as his public dutlea would per mit he moln-
tained his connection with the bar. Suc-
cesn never warped his kindly, gencrous
nature or changed the courtesy of his con-
geninl mAnners. The secret of his
great popularity with his con-
stituency, which stuck to him and sware
by him, was perhaps Lo be found not alone
in the discharge of his publle dutles, but
in his loyally to every interest Intrusted to
his keeping snd in the unaffected nature
which was Incapable of Ingratitude or
t chery.

MARIUS FONTANE TELLSAROUT TRE
BRIBERY OF NEWSPAPERS.

He Fornlshes Much Valuable Information
on the Subject ~Further Reformation
of the French Ministry,

PARIS, Jan. 11,—The trinl of Charles
Da Lesseps, Marius Fontane, Baron Cot-
tu and M. Elifel, accused of compileity
in the Panama canal frauds, was con-
tinued In the court of appeals to-day.
