THE TARGET PRACTICE.

No  Better KResulta With the Vesuvias,
neumatio Guns Ghtalned,

PORT ROYAL, 8 C. Fe¢b. 11.—The

Vesuviug remained at the naval statlon

dock this morning untll midday before

gettng In readiness to resume her toar-
got practice in the lower harbor. Some
alterations were made on the gunpowder
shella, which consumed time.

It was 2:30 . M. before the practice
wos begun to-day. Members of the board
who yesterday watched the tests from
the Vesuvius selectad the Wahneta for
thelr observation to-day. Captains Sicard
and Barker boarded the Wahnetn shortly
before 4 P M. and steamed abreast and
to the south of the target. The Wahneta
maintained a distance of WY yards from
the target. The range golocted
wis the sama ns that of yesterday -2 000
yarda hie first shot was fired from the
port gun, It fell almost on the buoy line,
duplicating with approximate accurncy
the shot from the same gun yesterday.
From the Wahneta no explosion was no-
ticed, and this view was substantiated
by Lisutenant Ackerman, who was photo-
graphing the projectile from Lhe steam
launch. The second shot was from the
starboard gun. It fell fully twenty or
thirty yards short of the buoy line with-
out any exploston. The course of both
shells under water wied distinetly marked
by a white wake of foam. Lirutenant
Ackerman shouted acrogs to the tug that
a difference was noted between these and
the dummy projectiles. The Wahneta re-
turned to the Vesuvius, where the board
gave Instructlons regarding certain
changes §n fuses, The third shot fol-
lowed with the same results. The projee-
tile fell witkin the buoy lne nnd scarcely
forty yards from the target, but no explo-
slon resulted. Na better results were at-
tained by the fourth shot and last one of
the day. The projectile fell probably 15
vards ghort of the target without exploil-
ing. The Vesuvius and the Wahneta re-
turnéd to the naval station dock during
the afternoon, and the former vessel will
remain there 1 Monday.
