The consideration of the Sundry Civil
Appropriation bill was procecdsd  with.
The readirg of the bl bheving been fin-
ished, the reserved amendments were
taken up, the first belng the serles in refor-
ence to the World's Columbian Exposi-
tlo

Mr. Quay offered his amendment, mak-
Ing all appropriatisng for the Exposition
conditional on Sunday closing.

Mr. Alllson hoped that Mr. Quay would
not press that amendment, 1t wis only
a reproduction of part of the legisintion
of Iast year, every pravislon of which
had been complied with.  With that as-
surance, Mr. Quay withdrew hlg amends
ment, nnd then all the committee amend-
meuls ws to the Werld's Falr wore agreed
to.

The next geries of reserved amendiments
were those for the lmprovement of rivers
and harbors. At 2 I M. the unfinished busi-
ness, the Nicaragua Canal bill, was lald
before the Benate, but at the request of
Mr. Gorman, It was laid aside tempora-
rily, and the consideratlon of the Bundry
Civil Appropriation bl waa proceeded
with. A long discussion ensued, turning
largely on the advantages of continulng
the contract system. While the dis-
cusglon was progressing, with Mr. Alll-
son on the floor, Mr. Pruden, one of the
wepretaries of the Preaident of the United
States, appeared as the bearsr of a mes-
suge. As soon as It reached the Vice-
President, Mr. Sherman, Kknowing that
It related to Hawall, moved to proceed
to executive business,

The motlon was agreed to, the galleries
wera cleared, the doors closed, and the
Bennte was left (o discues the Hawallan
question In sccret. The doors were re-
opened ot 4:45, and then the business of
the Benate wns suspended, in order that
a fitting tribute might be made to the
memory of the late Representative Me-
Donald, of New Jersey, who died on the
6th of November last. The usual resolo-
tlona of regret were offered by Mr. Me-
Fherson, and agreed to, and the Senate,
&t 5 o'clock P, M., adjourned till to-mor-
row.

On motlon of Mr, Wheeler (Dem,, Ala,)
the bill was passed authorizing the con-
gtruction of a bridge across the Tennessee
river at Sheffield, Ala.

Mr. O'Ferrall (Dem., Va.) ealled up and
the House adopted, without debate, a
resolution relating to the contested ciec-
tion case of Reynolds agalnst Shonk
from the Twelfth district of Pennsylva-
nia.

The House then resumed In committes
the conglderatlon of the Penslon Appro-
priation bill, Mr. Boutslle spoke yigor-
ously agalnst the adoption of the pro-
posed amendments of the pension Inw,
It hiud been sald that the Union veterans
would be as safe (n the hands of ex-Con-
federates as they had been in the hands
of the Republican party. Much as he
regretted 16, It was his duty to say that
the plaln, unmistakable record of Con-
greea ghowed that upon every question
affecting the literality of the Govern-
ment, in pengloning the men who gaved Ite
life, the ex-Confedarate members had
been almost uniformly and almost, If not
auite, solld against 1t.

LAWLESS TLAWMAKERS

THE REPUBLICANS FORCE THEIR
WAY INTOTHE HALL,

The Governor Calls Out the Militla to Eject
Them—Both Rides Bwenring
In Deputies.

TOFEKA, KAN., Feb, 16.-A bloodless
but exciting battle took place between the
Republicans and Populists in the House
at the entrance to the representative hall
this morning, The Populists, who have
had possession of the hall since yesterday
afternoon, adjourned yestorday until this
afternoon, and, as has been the custom
since the beginning of the sesslon, the
Republicans expected to hold thelr rogu-
lar morning sesslon to-day, but last night
the Popullsts swore in a large number of
asslstant sergeant=-at-arms, who were
placed on guard, and the doors and en-
trances to the hall were locked this
morning. No one was admitted to the
hall excepting the Popullsts and members
of the press, and they were required to
show a pass and run the gountlet of a
dozen guards, The Republicans were
fully Informed of all these preparations
to exclude them and last nlght a hun-
dred men were sworn In as officers of the
Republicans, and at 9 o'clock the mem-
bers of the Republican House, with thelr
officers, started from thelr headquarters
for the State house. The march through
the long corridors leading 1o the repre-
sentative hall wag unimpeded and the
little column forced its way through the
line of guards stationed at the foot of
the stalrs in the west wing and started
up the stalrs, On the first landing was a
crowd of Popullst House officers under
the command of Adjutant-General Artz.
They were armed, and the advancing
Republican crowd were met with muzzles
of revolvers and Wincheaters. The Ad-
Jutant-General commanded them to halt,
but no stop was made, and the advance
guard pushed into the crowd of Populists
and three or four of them succeeded In
passing the doorkeepers after a brief
struggle and getting Into the hall, but the
Populists succeeded In closing the doors
and barring them. The Republicans on
the outsde demanded ndmittance and,
when It was denled them, Speaker Doug-
lns swung a large sledge hammer and
began to batter the heavy doors leading
from the cloak-room. It took many blows
to heat the passage way through, but the
doors finally gave way and the Republl-
ean legielntors swarmed in with loud
ghouts., The Popullsts prompily retreated
and the Republlcans are In full posses-
aglon of the hall.

Ever since the openlog of the session
the Populists have had the commlittes
rooms, sergeant-nt-arms’ room and chief
clerk's room. Thess were all locked and
gunrded on the inside, but after the
House had heen eallpd to order the Re-
publicans battered down the doors and
tonk possession of them without encoun-
tering any resistance. At 10 o'clock there
were few Populists in the representative
hail and the Republiean House had set-
tled down to the regular order of business
a8 If nothing unusual had happened.
Amslatant gergeants-at-armaeach wearing
a bright red ribbon, promenaded the
aisles and lobhles. The Hepublicans amd
Populists are hoth swearing In oficers as
fast ar possible to be In readiness for any

Of course the Hepublicans would
not consent to this At 2106 Colonel
Hughes stationed a company of militha in
the lower hall of the west wing of the
Etate House, immediately below the hall
of the Houge of Bepresentatives. Speaker
Dougluss then read to the House a pro-
clamution which He had propared relating
to what had taken place, and calling upon
the people of the Biate to rally 1o the
support of ahe HRepubllean louse, The
prociamation was greeted with wild en-
thusinsm. The Populist House met in the
basement of the west wing of the State
House this afternoon, pursuant to ad-
journment, but almost immedlately ad-
Journed until to-maorrow. Governor Lo~
welling I=sund n proclamation this after-
noon at 2.0 o'vlock, stating that as the
militia now In Topeka was not sufllclent,
that provisleonal companles would bé or-
ganlged, composed of wvolunteers. Only
three companles, however, have been or-
ganised, and they are of thirty men each.
Other companies will be organizged If
neceisary

. M. Scott, a Republican member from
Hodgeman county, who happensd to be in
Ottawa to-day, telegraphed that he would
be here with three hundred armed men
on the first train, . B. Anthony tele-
graphed that 1,000 men would come from
Leavenworth, Columbus telegraphed that
4% men would come from there at the
command of Speaker Douglasgs, In the
show of business which the Republicans
made after getting possession of the hoell
Speaker Dougluss used ns a gavel u sledge
hammer which he used on the doors to
galn entrance.

THE PRESIDENT IN 4 MEASAGR
RECOMMENDS THE ANNEX,

The Senate Discosses it in Executive fos-
slon, but Declines to Make the
Frovisions Puablie,
——

WASHINGTON, ¥Feb. 15.-The Prosl.
dent sent & messag: 1o the Senate this
afternoon recommendirg the annexation
of the Hawalian Islands o the United
Brater. It is scoomparied by 4 treaty of
annexation concluded Letween the Becre-
tary of Btatea and the Hawallan commis-
gloners and a mass of correspondence re-
lating to the question at issue,

The treaty s briof, providing merely
for the annexation of the fslands under
the present provisional government, and
leaving the detalls of the permanent form
of governmant, &c., to the wetion of Con.
gress. The correspendence s very vol-
uminous, going back many years, and gives
a complete history of the islands so far
as negotiations with the United States are
concerned.  Contrary to general eXpctas
