T the commence-
¦aant of the rac¬

ing season of
1815 the sons and
daughters of Slr
Archy came upon
the turf with a
reputation that
boob supplanted
the get of almost
every sire of that

^^^^^^^^^^^ period. That the
fame awarded these high-class performers
springing from the loins of Virginia's
great race-horse and eire whs Justly mer¬
ited was ably sustained by subsequent
evenfa Ills great daughters. Vanity and
Lady Lightfoot, then three year-olds,
were beginning a career which elevated
them to a commanding: position In turf
history. Director and other four-year-olds were also proving themselves per¬
formers of high calibre. One year later
marked the commencement of a carer
which conferred lasting renown on the
^oung aspirant for turf honors, then
three years old, and known henceforth In
sporting annals as Tlmoleon, a sketch of
whom forms the subject of thia article.
Tbe American Turf Register of April,
1131, gives the following description of
Tlmoleon: '*\Ve are gratified In being able
to present a likeness of this famed horse,
and wish it may convey, together with the
annexed statement of his dimensions,
some Idea of the grandeur sud magnif¬
icence of his appearance th;it strikes with
admiration every beholder. Buperadded
to his extraordinary size and power,
there ls a wonderful adaptation of all
his parts to the perfect unison of every
essential requisite for the distlngulslied
race-horse." Such a one as he is de¬
scribed by competent Judges to have been;
one that would have ranked among the
very first In sny sge or country. "His
color ls a light chestnut, and his only
mark a etar In the forehead. Under thc
standard he ls fifteen hands and three
Inches high. He ls usually considered to
have been ths beet race-horse among the
distinguished sons of Sir Archy, and was
probably surpassed by no horse that haa
ever run In America. His reputation was
eetabllshed by thirteen victories within
two years at three and four years old."
Tlmoleon was bred by Mr. Henjamln

Jones, of Greensville county, Va., foaled
In Uki, snd sired by Slr Archy, dam by
Imported Saltram, second dam by Wildair,
third dam by Driver, fourth dam by Im¬
ported Fallow, out of thoroughbred vam¬
pire mare. The record of his sire. Slr
Archy lt Js unnecssary to recount hers, lt
being sufficient to say that he waa the
best bred horse of his day, and his sub¬
sequent career as a race horse sud airs
being on a par with his breeding, im¬
ported Saltram (by OKellys Eclipse,
out of Virago, by Snap*, ths sire of
Tirnoleon's dam, before being brought to
America, held the first rank on the turf
la England, and his stud career after¬
wards was scarcely less noted.
Tirnoleon's turf career began as a three-

year In the stable of Mr. James J. Harri¬
son, a noted old-time Virginia turfman.
His first race was at Kew Market, near
Ftersburg; purse race, |ioo entrance fee.
Big subscribers, which he won with ease
In two straight heat In LIT and 1:48.beating Colonel Alexander's Sambo. Mr.
Forrest's gray filly Fair Rosamond and
Ifr. Jones' Eagle (colt), all of whom were
distanced in the second heat. The morn-
Inf before this race, at sunrise, Tlmoleon
won a match race, one-half mile, for one
hundred dollars, against Mr. Worsham's
PjTtomws: tco'g. Tlmoleon waa then aold {

to Colonel William Wynn, of Petersburg,
for $2,500. Colonel Wynn then trained and
ran him In the following races. In the
fall of 1816 he started at a post stake
at New Market, two-mile heats, $200 en¬
trance, with six entries. The first heat
went to him in 3:41*. finishing seventy or
eighty yards ahead, on account of hla
Jockey being unable to hold him baek;
as a consequence, the noted mare -.ea..iy,
by Slr Archy, after a sharp conteBt, beat
him the next two heats in 3:47 and 3:48,
boating Mr. Drummond's Coquette, Mr.
Worsham's Lady Richmond, Mr. Forrest's
gray filly, Fair Rosamond, and receiving
forfeit fruin Mr. HalTteOBe colt, l*i\\
renee. Th* following week he walked
over the Penfield course for the proprie¬
tors' purse of $250, at two mlle heats.
During the same fall he won the Jockey
Club purse, at Tarhoro, N*. C., of ll"
two-mile heats, beating the famous Lady
Lightfoot, also by Slr Archy. In the year
1817 Tlmoleon, then four yearB old. stood
at the head of tho turf In Virginia and
the Carolinas, commencing the years
campaign In February at Charleston, S.
C., by starting In a sweepstake two
miles with four entries at $200 each, win¬
ning In two straight heats In grand style,
beating Mr. Singleton's filly. Blank, Mr.
Sparrow's colt, and Mr. Avery's colt.
Four days later he won the proprietors'
purse, three-mile heats, again going under
the wire first in straight heats, defeating
Mr. Singleton's filly Blank, Mr. Richard-
Bon's horse Lycurgus, Mr. Watson's
Black-Eyed Susan. Mr. Cooper's Bedford
horse and Mr. Taylor's mare.

On the 7th of May following, after trav¬
eling from Charleston, 8. C., having
reached home on March 20th, he won the
Jockey club purse at the New Market
course, four-mile heats, defering Colonel
Allen'a great mare, Reality, in straight
heats, when the course was considered
heavier that ever known before, on ac¬
count of excessive rjlns. Time 8:01 and
8:04 1-2. In September he won the Jockey
dub purse at Warrenton, three-mile heats,
defeating Mr. Drummond's Harwood and
Colonel Worsham's OptImus with peat
Shae. After this race Colonel Wynn sold
Timoleon to Mr. Robert R. Johnson, a rel¬
ative of Colonel William R. Johnson, for
I4.J00, and in ten days Colonel Wynn of¬
fered toVepurchaae Die horse for $5,o00,
wilieh Mr. Johnson declined. After going
in to the sK.ble of his new owner, during
tbe fall of 1817, at the New Market course.
he started in a rac3 of three-mil3 hean
for the proprietors' purse of $3,000. and
distanced his opponent. Mr. Worsham's
Florlael mare tn the first heat. The fol¬
lowing week he walked over the Belfield
course for the Jockey club pam when
there were a dosen gxd race-horses on the
ground. One week later ht» walked over
the Halifax course for th2 Jockey club
purse of $800, while at a like interval he
had another walkover at Scotland Neck
for the Jockey club parse of $400. In Jan¬
uary, 1818, the horse was tak.-n to Cliarles-
ton, and while there was seised with a
bad case of distemper. Though Buttering
from the attack, he was started for the
proprietors' purse of Ett, two-mile heata.
which he won with ease, beattag Mr.
Cob's crack mare. Var Hy, by Sir Archy.
Cm the dey following he wa* started In a
race of three-mile heats against Mr. Rlch-
ardson'a mare, Transport, who beat him
ewing to his being so weak that tilts
running a mlle and a-quarter lie choked
and was drawn. After this lt was with
much difficulty I hat he was gotten to his
home in Virginia. In the fall of 181S he
was again placed In training, but a few
days before the Warrenton races he ran
away with his exercise boy, which caused
a let down In one of hlB leg*, after which
further training was suspended. In the fall
ot 1819 Tlmoleon was 1 old to Colonel David
Dsrey for $4,300, and taken to Warrenton,N. C., though prior to going eut of Mr.Johnson's hands the horse made a sea¬
son of eighty-three mares. After per¬forming stud duty for a time at War*
linton the horse wau taken to Alabama,then to Tennessee, and did much to im¬
prove the stock In those Beetloo*, lu whichhe stood. After being kept In th* Sou'h jtor a number of years, Tlmoleon wss I 1brought tack to Virginia, anti waa advw*- t

tlsed to make the Reason of 1830 on the
farm of Colonel William Townes, of 3oyd-
ton. Mecklenburg county. In ISSI li*' wai
trttltttferred to Oakley, the home ot Henry
A. Tayloe, Esq., In Essex county. In after
years h<* stood at Charles City Court¬
house, Richmond end other pUttftt. As a

raco-horse Tlinoleon was a grand success,
and ttl » txlre le- ranked among the best
of his day. Many good IttCS-borttttl have
sprang from the loins of the splendid
chestnut ton of Slr Ai .hy. but Tlmoleon's
ruj.remacy ns tt sire was established In
turf history when he got Virginias re¬
nowned race-horse Boston.
