A North-Bound Express
an Accommodation.

PHILADELPHIA, PA,, Feh, 22.-The
Southern expreas on the Pennsylvania
ropdd, which left Broad-street stotlon at
1020 this morning, collided with the Mor-
ton (Ma)  accommodation  traln near
South-street station, West Philadeiphin
Three cars of the accommodation train
were wrecked., Three persons were Killed
and twelve others Injured. The injured

It was the northern-bound express
from Washington for New York that

crashed (nto the Morton accommodation
from the Centrdl division of the Phila-
delphia, Wilmington and Haltimore road.
The local train was crossing a switeh
to pull Into Bouth-street statlon. All the
cars but the last one had erossed. when
the expross came rushing down the track
and strueck the local passenger car that
was upon the switeh full In the middle
The express wos made up entirely of
heavy Pullinans, and thi llght passenger
car was hurled fAfty feet from the track,
broken and smashed by the terrible force
of the blow, The express train escaped
injury, and the engineer immedlately
stopped his train. The Twenty-first die-
trict police-station is but a few squares
from the place where the accldent oe-
curred, and a squad of officérs was on
the scene and the work of extricating
the Injured passeugers was s00n &ctom-«
plished.

The killed and Iajured wera confined
to the third car of the accommodition,
and this was completely wrecked. Four
persons were kliled and ten Injured, Ot
the Injured none are dangerously hurt.
Killed: Mr. and Mrs. E. L. Minzer, of
Media; Miss Maria Read, of Media, and
Rev. James Walker. of Lennl. The in-
jured were all residents of suburban
places.

No one on the ex-
press was Injured, and the engine was
damaged o siightly that it proceeded to
New York with the train half an hour
aftorward, when the track had been clear-
ed.
