table terror of the sea, floats peacefully
on the hposom of the water with a dignity
born of se¥-rellance.

A short distance and our craft sped
by the Concord, a graceful crulser of
1,700 tons, carrying six guns; then around
the flying Ve: uvius, the dynamite gun-boat
with only 930 tons capacity. Her hull sets
close to the water, and” she s much
smaller than the crulsers, but a formida-
ble terror to the foe, owing to her re-
markable rapldity in actlon, The Charles-
ton, a protected crulser, of 4,04, carrying
elght guns, Is perhaps the most shapely
craft in the fleet, Captain F. H. Picking,
& model gearmnan, commands her, The ship
and commander are admirably adapted
one to another,

The Italinn crulser Bausan, shaped
somewhat like the Charleston, lies off to
the right, and beyond this the Dmitrl
Donskol, a Russlan armored crulser, ly-
fng just in front of the General Admiral, a
large, partially protected crulser of the
Czar's navy. The Russian ships have an
out-of-date appearance, and are evidently
not planned after the latest naval archi-
tecture,

The French protected crulser Jean-
PBart arrived early Sunday morning. She
is one of the largest men-of-war afloat,
carrying ten broadside guns, with fore
and aft guns, together with many Hotch-
kiss and Gatling guns in her Immense
military towers. She is painted black,
and one look at the immense ship is
enough to dlscourage. the foe,

When our party boarded the Jean-Bart
everything on board was hard at work.
Sallors rushed to and fro, the gungways
had a bee-hive appearance, ropes, wind-
Insses, chalng and anchors made a deaf-
ening nolse, and a hundred sallors were
busily engaged In cleaning up the ship
for the review.

My knowledge of French is limited to
a theoretical college course, 50 you can
easily Imaginz what progress I made in
the midst of several hundred men, whose
English was inferfor to my French.

With this idea in view, I approached ane
of the crew, no one of which was more
than five feet seven inches in height,
and finally securcd the Information that
the ship salled from Toulon March %ith,
and arrlved at the Point early Sunday
morr-in_u. after encountering a ro igh voy-
age. Finally 1 was taken down in the
hull to see the machinery, and a ramble
thriugh this department sooa eonvinced
me that the Jean-Bart was supplied with
all the latest Improvements in naval ur-
chitecture at the time she was com-
pleted, about two years ago. She is a
source of pride to the members of her
crew, who could be often seen peering
through the fleld-glasses and displaying
& high degree of interest at the Tact
that the French cruiser was the most i
posing 'alup in the roads bEfnre.

No Money for Jeflerson Park.

When the Committes on Grounds and
Bulldings sent to the Filnance Commiites
its estimate of the current expenses dur-
ing the present year, the sum of $10.000
was inserted for Jefferson Park. In its
report to the Clty Councll this amount
was stricken out, and po money has been
appropriated for the continuation of the
work on that Improvement. Last year
the sum of 83,00 was appropriated to
start the work of establishing the park
and later in the year the Comnilttee on
Grounds and BEulldings transferrell the
sum of §2,00 from the account of Libby
Hill Park to that of Jefferson Park, In
order to continue the work.

The appropriation for the present year
granted to the committee consists of the
sum of $.610 for tHe pay-roll for the
salarles of the park-keepers, and the
sum of §12000 for the expenses of the
department., Out of the amount all the
rents and taxes, the malntenance of the
public bullding and the public parks,

Cancelled the Wrong Appropriation.

The ordinance appropriating the amounts
necessary for the running of the varlous
depariments of the munieipal government
provides that all unexpended appropria-
tions, ns well as all balances in excess
of appropriations, standirg en the buoks
of the Auditor at theend of the past fiscal
year shall be cancelled, with the exception
of a few, which are specitied in the ordi-
nanee.

Among the cancelled amounts is the
sum of $1.000 appropriated by a resoly-
tlon which providea for the procuring of
4 painting of Mr. Willlam Ryrd, the found-
er of this clty, and for the overhaul-
ing of the pletures now harglng in the
Ceunell Chamber. The work sas i
in charge of Mr. John M. Shepard, the
artist, and ia now pretty well undar way.
In order to pay for the sam+ it will be
necessary for the Clty Counzil to make
a new appropriation of that amount.
