LET USSTICK TO OUR CONSTITUTION |

It is the fashion now to turn up the’
nose at thos® who Insist on referring
any public measure proposed to the Cou-
stitution of our Government that It may
be determined whether the proposaition is
conslstent with that Instrument or re-
pugnant to it. The person who demanids
this 15 generally thrust aside ax an “old
fogy” or one who does not Keep abreast
of the progress of the day. The Times
s content to be classed amongst these.
It has pondered much and long upon
our Congtitution, fashionsd by the wisest
pody of men that ever came together,
and it belleves that Constitution contalas
the true lines upon which the Government
of a happy and prosperous people must
rest, Just as we adhere to the lines of
Government 1ald down in that Instrument
we will be prosperous and contented;
just as we part from them at the bid-
ding of the smart fellows who think
“they know it all"” we bring on ourselves
difMiculties and discontent.

The Crnetitution authorizes Congress to
enact laws to accomplish certaln enda.
It names and spocifies the ends to be
accomplished, and they are very fow,
1t {s to make war and provide for the
common defence, sUppross tnsurrection,
regulate eommerce between the Btates,
and between the States and forelgn States,
to coln money and rogulnte the value
thereaf, to establish a standard for
wolghts and measures, to lay and collect
the taxes necessary for supporting the
general Government, o eatablish past-
offices and post-roads, to pass uniform
acts of bankruptey with a few other
onds of the same sort, general in their
nature, and of a character In which all
the people of the whole country obyi-
ously have an equal and a common In-
terest.

After speclfying the few subjects of
which Congress 18 to have control, It
then provides that all powers not ex-
pressly delegated to Congress by the Con-
gtitution jtself are reserved to the States
ar the people thareof.

Here then {8 a plain chart. The Con-
gross of the United States was to have
power to make the laws that control
thoge general matiers in which all the
people of the Unlon have a common in-
terest, but control of all others except
those specifically named was reserved to
the people of each leeality. This was the
{der of the Government that was estab-
lished for this country, and this idea,
the wery perfection of human wisdom,
The Times insists that the people shall
force thelr rulers to adhere to, The Times
insists on this for two reasons: First, it
is our Constitutlon, and the people elect
their rulers to perpetuate and not to
violate that Constitution; and, second,
it I8 the wisest and best Constitution that
can be devised.

When the Constitution was ordained
and establigshed, the new word ‘'soclal-
jsim" had not been much heard of, but
our fathers were perfectly cegnizant of
the principle which the word embaodies
and of It menace to human liberty—aye
to civilization itself. They kpew that the
only safeguard for both was In diffusing
government as widely as possible amongst
the people, 8o that control of those things
that affected tha neighbarhood should be
by the prople of the nelghborhood, for so
soon as all power Is concentrated at one
centre they knew that the Jay Gouids
and Huntingtons and smaller fry would
be there to “explain’ thelr Interests o
those {n power, establishing a Doss Tweed
government over all and have publie con-
tracts Jet out on the theatie-hox, supper,
money loaning and hat idea only. This
Is the inevitable consequenze of a socinl-
st Government, as i now sen In Austra-
lia, and this i what our ancestors were
guarding against when chey sald that
aur Congress should have no power what-
ever 10 pass any laws except those few
that they expressly named,

We look with all the
that can come Into the human mind upon
any departure whatever from the scheme
of that Constitution. We refuse abso-
lutely, however tempting the bait may be,
to concede to Congress the right to step
one inch over the lne that has been
drawn, for this Is the case which Justl-
fies the French proverb, “ce n'est que le
premier pas qul coute'—it Is the cass of
the egg, when resistance Is ail on the out-
slde.

Now you may search the Constitution
from end to end and you will not ftind
one word or line which authorizes Con-
gress 1o enact any laws that can bear
upon the papér currency that the people
themselves 1any provide for
and use, except the single provislon that
Congress shall have power *“'to coin money
and the wvalue thereof,” and
every man's common sense tells him that
wil not intended to have any reference to

was given power to charter banks, ro

REVOLYT 1IN PARIS,

The situation In Paris is becoming more
and more serlous daily. What was at
first & mere revolt agalnst the police
by art students in the Latin quarter be-
cause they were Interfered with in their
very questionable methods of produclng
art tableaux, has grown Into a miniature
revolution. The mob or canaille of Parls,
over restiess and brooding on mischief,

have taken up the students’ fight and
carried It on, despite the presence of the
goldlers, and the knowledge that they
were ordered to disperse the mob by bul-
lets.

To add to the serlousness of the sltua-
tion, the Anarchlats are also at work.
They have, It Is slated, cut the gas pipe
in the Avenue de la Republique, and have
bean busy at plans to ceélebrate the annl-
yersary of the death of Ravachol, the
noted Anarchist murderer. This was to
have taken place on Tuesday, but It seems
that the day passed without any disturb-
ance of consequence, It Is now apprehend-
ed that on Friday, the lith Instant, when
the fall of the Bastile will be cetebrated,
and which is a general hollday, efforts
will be made by the Anarchists, the Com-
mune and the dssatisfied working classes
to create disturbances which will require
the full strength of the police and the
military to quell.

All this bodes no good to the Govern-
ment. It is hoped that as the elections
are soon to come off nnd the asitators
ean then overthrow the existing Govern-
ment by theballot, they will not attempt
to do go by force. Anarchists and So-
clallsts, however, want no Government
at all, and if they are at the bottom of
the present troubles they will not walt
tor the elections, but will do all the mis-
chief they can both before and after they
are held,

It the troubles continue there wiil be
one way to put down the riots, and
that 18 to do as Napoleon IIL did when
he overturned the Republie and made his
famous coup d'etat—give orders to the
troops to kill every ofie they see in the
streets. The Government has been afraid
to adopt any such herole remi dy so far,
fest it would add fucl to the flames, and
provoke the mob to greater violence,
This remedy, it Is plain, will never be
resorted to until the Gaovernment has
become desperate, and when that is the

cafe the Republic wiil totter very close Lo
o fall,
There 18 no Napoleon now, however, to

selze upon the reins of Government, and
therein evidently Mes the hope of the Re-
public. Look at It how we may, affairs
in France are in a vVery pre urious con-
ditton, and the evenis of the near future

will exclite
sincerely to be hoped that the

there, reganding the Chinese Excluslon
act, In which the august and plg-talled
heathen has used some very pain lan-
guage that Is aa well justified as it 18
plain, His Heathenship wrote our min-
Ister:

“Wae find that Chinese laborers went to
America on the strength of the Burlin-
game treaty of 1567, If the Government
of the United States desires, therefore,
substantial proofs, we would refer it to
that treaty, which is the most substantinl
of proof. The Government of the United
diates at the present day, by its desire
not to ablde by treaty obllgations, and
by endeavoring by the use of arbltrary
torce to effect its purposes, has all the
appearance of violating the splrit of Its
own Constitution,”

This language may not be altogether
polite, but it §s quite to the polnt, and s
completely authorized by the facts of the
case. The treaty which we made with
China In 187 certalnly opened this coun-
try to the Chinese, and, by implication as
sirong as express words, invited Chl-
nese here. They came under the Invita-
tion, establislied themselves In varlous
parts of the country, effected domestie
business, and other assoclations, and were

pursuing usual avocations under the sane-
ton of laws that invited them to adopt
the pursults to which they had congse-
erated thelr llves, The Constitution of
the United Siates says that
the broad Nmits of this land shall be
deprived of his lfe, Uberty or property
without due process of law, and that our
treaties shall be the supreme law, and
here I8 the Congress of the United Siales
violating our treaty with China, and pro-
viling for depriving theso people of both
liberty and property without any process
of law at all, and by brute force alone.
