Celonel Marve Hefutea a Statement Made
by General Fleld,

Colonel Morton Marye, auditor of pub-
Wle mccounts, has written to General
Fitz. Les in reference to certain state-

ments reported to have been made by
General Field and In regard to which
General Lee desired some official infor-
mation. In his letter Colonel Marye
BRYS:

“I pan hardly think General Fileld
is correctly reported in the newspaper
elipplng which you Inclosed.
