smoker, after clearing out the bow] of
his pipe with & ltle pleker or bote,
plucks from his deerskin clothing In

some consplclous place & small wad of
hair. This he rams down to the bottom
of the bowl, the purpose of jt being O
prevent the fine tobaccd from getting
Into the stem wnd clogging It up. The pipe
Is then filled with tobaceo, of which It
holds only a very small quantity. Thé I
tobaceo I8 then lgnited and all of it I8
smoked out in two or three strong whiffs,
The smoke s very deeply inhaled and

s allowed to pass out slowly from the
mouth and nostrila.

This method of smoking would be found
exceedingly trying by any white man, In
fact, It usually brings tears to the eyes
of the Eskimo, often producing glddiness
and almost always a violent it of cough=
ing. A native will rometimes be aimost
prostrated from the effects of a ningle
pipeful. These people carry thelr
ness for tobacco ®o far that they
actually eat the foul, olly refuse
the bhottom of the bowl, the
portion of which would produce nsuses
in & civillzed person, This habit has
been likewise observed in northern Sibe-
ria. They also eat the tobacco ashes,
pz‘-.lhnpn for the salkke of the polazh they
cohtain.~Washingto Star.
