They thought they had o
right to tuke ndvantsge of this circum-
stance. At &1l events, they saw that he
was not only pleased st what he had seen,
but was a8 much surpriged, He, no doubt,
revollecter] that the South had no regular
army; that the troops in that review had
recently been raw levies taken from the
baody of tlhie southern peaple, who, though
ynpropared for m great war, had, to the
surprise of the world, proved themselves
capable of becoming the best of soldiers.
He knew the fact that many of the very
regiments then hefore him had but lately
taken part In the battle which had in-
thicted defeat and disgrace upon veteran
regulars of the United Ewates army, and
upon hosts of trained volunteers segt out
from the lurge cities of the North, The
Confederates wore, therelore, anxions thot
he ehould understand why it was that
with such odds against them, they were
not unwilling to try the issue of war with
thelr stronger neighbors; and that thelr
hopes of ultimate success were not with-
out reansonable foundation. They did not
wish  him, any otheér persen promi-
nently known, to think that the war on
the part of the Bouth was o mere rising
of the peasantry, a Jacquerle or a mere
CGaribaldian oul-break. It was proper that
he should appreciate and understand the
pecullar aptitude of the southern people
to military affairs. To this end It was
thought best to give the Prince a practl-
cnl Mlustration of the fact. He wap to
be shown how, in a =hort time, a body
of young men, whose dully oceupatjon in
times of peace were not calculated to
prepare them for the exigencles amd de-
mands of gotual war, had swddenly been L
wansformed Into veteran troops.

ter of the King of Wurtemburg. Imme-
diately after thizs vnlon he was made
kivg of Westphalia by bis ambltious uncle,
Thls tock pla in JAG, when the great
Emperor was (n the plenllude of his
power, FPrince Napolecn, the hero of our
recent review, wns one of the children
of this n.arringe. He was never remuprk-
nble for anyihing but his extreme obesity,
and for entertiining Demoeratic Opininis
of the mcst radical chapacter, Notwith
standing ‘thig, when the slar of his
family was aguin In the ascendant at
the accession of his cousin Lowls Napo-
leon to the thirone of France, he became
a Senstor of the Empire, but ¢id hothing
in that capacity to vindicate hig claim to
distinetion, When the war between
France and Englend agaipst Rtussig broke
put, every efort 1o make him useful to
his country ds o =oldler or otherwise,
proved a failure,

puring the whole of the Criméan ceme-
puigps hiz conduct was pusilignimous
in the egtreme. He became the butt of
the nutton, and was first desisively called
“Criint-plon, signitying, “lead or bul-
Jot fearcr,” and afterwiards became coni-
monly known by the more cuphonic and
convanlint sobriquet of “Plo-Plog.” He
subseguenly married the Princess Clotilan,
doughter of King Victor Emanuel, of
Italy, and paszed his days in Juxurious
enre, until his death, which occured but a
fewW Yenrs ago.
