EHALL WE ABANDON oOf UPHOLD
THE (ONSTITUTION *

The Committee of the House of Rep-
resentatives on Agriculture has ‘reported
Mr, Hatch's antl-option bill favorably,
This is a blll plominally to ralse revenue
for the Government by imposing a tax
on all future sales of farm products.
When 1t {s stated that such a bill is re-
ported by the Committes on Agriculture
enough is already sald to cause thls most
curioue inquiry, Why should a bill to raise
revenue come from the Committee on Ag-
riculture? That commlttee has nothing
to do with providing revenue for the Gov-
erument. To do that is the function of
the Ways and Means Committee, co-ope-
rating with the Committee on Finance.
The blll Is reported by the Committee
on Agriculture because Mr. Hatch knew
tho Wiays and Means Committee would
report that it was not a bill to ralse reve-
nue. He therefore got it referred, when
he introduced it, to the Commlttee on
Agriculture, which he knew would report
It favorably, although the committes
would know perfectly well that It was
ROt & measure 1o ralse revenue, but a
bill to prohibit future sales hy imposing
burdensome taxes on them, although Con-
gress has no sort of authority under the
Constitution to puss un act directly for-
bidding such future sales. It I8 therefore
a bl Intended to accomplish one object
under the pretence of accomplishing an-
other object. It is accordingly a bil to
put Into effect u false pretence, and has
therefore very properly come out of com-
mittee as a false pretence, being labelled
an agricultural bill, while 1t is constructed
as if it were a financlal b, Our Consti-
tution was formed for the avowed pur-
pose of creatlng a central Eovernment
that should have power and control over
certaln specified matters of general im-
portance that all the people of all parta
of the country ure equally juterested in
- in common. These matters were specified
In the Constitution, and they are but
few, belng wur and peace, commerce be-
tween the States and with forelgn coun-
tries, the money of the country, its
weights and measures, and others of like
Kind. The Government was also glven
DOWer to lay taxes to raise all the revenue
hecessary for effectually putting Its direct

tion wam to Mmit the control of the Gen-
ernl Government to the few special mat-
{ors that all the people had an equal and
common Interest in, and to preserye to
the people of each locality eontrol over
those matters which that locality was
alone Interested fn. To fllustrate: All the
people of the United States, wherever
they may: rexide, are interested that the
money of the Untled States shall be coln
of ecertaln definite welght and fineness,
bearing one stamp. It ia proper, there
fore, that the central Government shall
have exclusive control over the matter
of money (we are not tulking of paper
purrency—mere promises to pay money—
but of money), because all the people of
the country have an equal and a common
intarest in the money, belag what will
pass everywhere at what it purports 1o
be. Dut the regulations under which
horses shall be bought or sold In Hanover
county, Va., s not a matter of any con-
cern to the people of Oregon. Regula-
tion of this and kindred matters properly
belongs to the people of the locality where
the transsctions are to occur. Our Con-

stitution was, therefore, so framed a8
to forbld Congress (o pass any law that
would bear In any way upon SWaps of

horses in Hanover county, but would

confer upon it full and compiete control

over the money that the people are to
wee in making exchanges of thelr com-
modities, This was the glory of our Con-
stitution, that It gave to the General Gov-

ernment control over those things In
which all the people were Interested, but
reserved to the people of the loeallty con-
trol over those things in which the people
of that locallty were alone [nterestod.
This {8 the Demoeratic principle of local
golf-government, combined with the mon-
archical principle of a strong central

government for offence and defence. We
Uved according to Its spirit untll the war
came on, but every effort seems now to
be dlrected towards encroaching on Its
spirit and undermining it by false pre-
teneens like the anti-option Wl and the
act to prevent Stute banks from lssulng
thelr notes, The question whether we are
to drift into a centralized despotism con-
trolled by the corsupt political bosses of
the country or whether we are to remain
n free people, with each neighborhood eon-
trolling 1t nelghborhood affairs, is to be
fought out on the ground presented by

thia report of the Committee on Agrl-
culture, 1f Congrees i to go Into the gen-
eral business of regulating any local affair
that It chooses to take control of, under
the false pretence that it iz doing another
thing that it is really authorigzed to do,

then our Constitution s actually over-
thrown and the charter of our llberties

Is snnulled. Ther= |8 ten thousand times

more in this anti-option bill than any

question relating to future sales of cotton

and wheat.

THE DANGEHR OF THE DAY,

There {8 no State which has known the
curses of “boss rule” more severely than
Muryland, Mainly through the power and
patronage which the State’s Interest In
the Chesapeake and Ohio canal gave to
him, Bsnator welded together,
some fifteen years ago, a politieal “ring"
of which he was the centre and circum-
ference, From that day un  .dls he has
ruled Maryland with an absolute dominlon
through the agency of this ring. In a
most admirable article discussing
government a day or so back, the Baltl-
more SBun gave this account of It, in the
city of New York, though why it should
hive felt obliged to go to New York
for llustration we do not understand.

When we see the great city of New

Yark under the rule of a party that calls
itseif Democratic, but really governed by
one man who helds no office whatever,
either by election or nppointment, we get
n clear view of government by boxs, By
a cunning arrangement of palitieal ma-
chinery, most of it out of sight, this
one man, holding no office and therefore
not responsible to the people, can and
does name all the chief clty officlnls, In-
cluding the Mayor. That he renominates
them or retires them at the end of thelr
terms pecording as thelr conduct In offlee
has pleased or offended him, Is well
known. ‘That, through his captains of
wirds, legtenants of districts, and ser-
geants of precinets, he has the whole
publie service of the clty drilled nto
a compact body that responds with milj-
tary precision to his word of command,
which he can issue from a remote tele-
graph statlon In Texus and be quite sure
that It will be promptly obeyed in New
York, 1s the culminating triumph of bogs-
fsm masquerading in the clothes of De-
moeracy.

In the fleld of munlelpal government
the evils that flow from one-man power
are generally recognized. That efties thus
held by an orgapized band of mercen-
arles, led by one crafty and ungerupulous
commander, are subjected t6 enormous tax
levies that are as eorruptly spent as they
are recklessly aggessed, s ‘“'-vll under-
stood.

States, and rule its action in their Legls-
latures from Washington as easliy, and by
the same sinlster mechanism, as the boss
of New York rules to-day the misnamed
Democracy of that city from the Interior
of Texas, They make no pretence of re-
spect to the will of their party ss formu-
lated in its Nationwl conventlon. They
divker and truckle, without much con-
cealment, to the protected interests which
their party Is solemnly piedged to deprive
of their unjust privileges.

The sensatorial boss stands between the
people and the execution of thelr will,
He 18 the evil evolution of the extrava-
gant and corrupt era that begun with
our civil war. He must ere long be
eliminated In every State or popular gov-
ernment will be a fallure., Mr. Madison
declared that “no government, any more
than an Individual, will long be respected
without heing truly respectable.” A gov-
ernment that Is obstructed, manipulated,
controlled, and diverted from {ta duty of
obeying the will of the people by tricky,
trading, foxy politiclans elevated to the
mischlevous eminence of senatorial bosses
