There is, It is clsdmed, a sense of :1!19-
tlee In this sugar duty that appeals
very strongly to the Democratle sana-
tors. The Heed Congress gave to the sugar
raipers a bounty which, by law, was to
extend for fourteen years. LUpon this

ralsing, until, as Senator Blanchard

Rlates, about $00000.00 was Invested in
Loutsiana alone in plantation machinery
and other necessary equipments for this
Industry,

CUT OFF WITHOUT WANNING.

The Wilgon bill, without premonition
or warning, cuts oft thls bounty, and
puts sugar on the free list, thus leaving
these men who Invested upon jnvitation
of the Government and wijh every rea-
sonable assurance of a continuance for
fourteen years of the present condition
absolutely without remedy or redress, and
without the possibility of saving what
they had Invested. Between man and
man this Kind of transactlon would at
lenst not be viewed in the light of per-
fectly Just, fair and candid treatment,
and this argument aloue seems to have
been sufficlent to satlsfy some of the
senators in thely vote for a small duty
upon BUgalr.
