It 12 so called In Greek and
modern languages because It was celes
brated on the fAftieth day after the feast
of the passover. It was originally called
the *“feast of weeks,” becuuse [t was cel-
ehrated seven weeks after the 16th day of
the first month of the Mosale calendar,

TWO LOAVES OF LEAVENED EREAD.

According to & well-known writer It
was the feast of the first frults of the
huevest, and stood as the culmination
the consecrated season, anf was cha
torized by a hospltable Lberality and re-
mombrance of the poor.  Ms diminguish-
Ing rite was the offering of two louves
of leavened bread from the new crop. In
forelgn countries sinee the captivity the
Jows have prolonged it to two daye, and
in later times It has been Kept as the
commaemoration of the revelation of the
law on Blnal, of which it ls the anniver-
pary. The day is also kept as a festival
in the Christinn Chureh, and among Latin
and Greek Christlans pank next after
Eapter. It commemorates the day when
the Haly Ghoet descended upan the apos-
tles, nnd bBestawed on them the gift of
wongues. The conversion of three thou-
satil persons was held to he the begin-
ning of the preaching of the gospel to all
nation.,
