RALEIGH, N. €., ApMl 10.—=Tho Hu-
preme Court of this State has just hande
down a declslon in the case of the Bank
of New Hanover, In which sull Wwas
brought personally against the directors
of the wrecked bank by dspositors to
recover the amount of their deposité at
the time the bank suspended payment,
The declslon & against the aireéctors,
who are wealthy men, mostly residents
of Wilmington, Several New York banks
are directly Interested in this decision,
as aro also o number of Individual reei-
dents of that eclty.
