2d. The cliy nlso reserves the right to
require, at any time, or from tlwe o
tlme,: after the expiration of five years
from the Aale of the approval of this
ordinance, the sald company to remove
fta poles and wires from the sircols, or
any number of them herelnafier sporified
and to run all Ite wires thereon In eon-

dults,
STREETS SPECIFVIED.

#1. The strects referved to in the pre-
ceding sectlon are as follows: Brond
street from west side of Adnms to east
slde of Ninth street; on Ninth and Sev-
enth strects from Hrogd to Cary straote;
Pank street from Ninth {o east slde of
Twelfth street, and on Maln and Oary
streets from Seventh to east side of Four-
teenth streel §

4th, The privileges horeln granted are

upon the further condition that the
city shall have the right, from time 1o
time, after the expiration of six years
from the date of the approval of this
ordininee, to require upon the same terms
and provisons that the company shall
remove Its poles and wires from other
streets or equares in addition to those
abore speelfied and run its wires In con-
dults therein nt the rate of not more
than two squires per year, The elty may
require such work to be dona annually,
or It may require the aggregate numher
of squares for several vears to ha done
mt one thme for the then current year,

CONSTRUCTION OF CONDUITS.

Lith, Whenover the city shall order any
of the changes contemplated in the throe
preceding sectlons to be done, it reserves
the right to require each company to con-
#iruct its gwn conduits and its own man-
hales, or fts own conduits with joint man-
holes, or all or any of them to eonstrnot
and use jointly the neceseary condniis
and manholes. Al conduits shull be bhuilt
with & capacity of at least 156 per cent.
Jarger than the eampany or companies
then to use them shall need for its or
thelr wireg: and the manholes shall be
at Ioast M per eent. larger, as the city
yeserves the right to require the com-
pany or companies buliding them to allow
pther - porsons ot compunics, mot then
operating any snch wires In puch stréets,
1o uge them upen terms to he determined
Mther by neroement or by arbitration.

pt in proper time, Whenever in the eon-
itruetion or use of conduits or munholes
required under this ordinance, [t shall he
seccssary, In the opinfon of the City En-
pinesr, to detorming by arbitration the
proportions of inltin! cost to be harne, or
of the eosts of malrtenanes or repairs, or
of the repuyment to the clty of any costs
or domages paid hy it on account of any
it brought against it for Injury to per-
yonn or property in the construction or use
of the same, or to determine the terms
ander which the same ¢an be used by
pich company bullding the same, or af-
terwards using the same, the arbitrators
ghall bo appointed and the arbltration
eonducted In nccordance with the pro-
vislens of section 4 of the ordinance, en-

titled, "An ordinance 1o requirve
the removal  of polexs and wires
from overhead In c¢ertain  streets,
und  for the construction and

using of conduits In certaln streéets ap-
peoved Beptember 10, 1680 Ry such ar-
bliration, \f necesary, shall also he deter-
mined as to who and how the sald jolnt
conduite or manholes shall be managed.
For any failure to perform any require-
ment ondered under this section, or to
ohey and porform promptly and properly
rny declslon or award which may be
made In or under any arbitration above
provded for, within ten duys after being
notified of evch deolsion or award by the

Whenever two compantes shall do-
pire at the samo thne to erect poles and
run wires along the same route or routes
they shall usge, ax far as the Committes
on Streets shall deem practicable, the
same poles: the proportion of jnitial cost
to be borne, and the subsequent costs for
repalrs or maint e, or for ind ify-
ing the city for any costs or damages
to which she may bo subjected by reason
of the negligent use or maintenance of
@iy poles and wires, ng shall be deter-
‘wmined by agreement, If possible, and if
not. by arbitration as heretofore desig-
nated as to vondults and manholes.

The privileges hereln granted shall
coptinue for thirty years from the dite
of the approval of thig ordinance.

wnich may be imposed hereafter, the
company shall he lable, unless otherwise
provided, 1o a fne of not less than §10 nor
moro than $100; each day's fallure to bo
n separate offence.

Discussing the decrease In the native
population of the islands, Sentor Morgan
Eays:

“While the Hawallans are decreasing,
the Chinese, Japanese and Portugese In
the same localitles are increasing, yet the
natives aro npparently much stronger In
phiysion! development than auy of the
other colored races In Hawall, and In
the higher powers of mental apd moral
constitution they seem L0 he quite supe-
rior to theso races.

“Soma other theory must be found fo
account for the decrease in the census
of the native people than thelr physical,
mental ar moral tralts. It I8 auite possi-
ble that thele restoration to raclal vigor
Wil he promoled by the fesling
of security that will attend thelr eleva-
tion to citizenship in the great republic
and the gopsequent stimulus to higher
hopes and & more stalwart and independ-
ot manhood,

"It 48 u sertous error,” he says, "that
leads to the conclusion that the peaple
of these isjands prefer maonarchy to free
pelf-government. As A rule, the people of
Havall have wyielded nllegiance to the
ercwn with mueh reluctance. * * & The
prople fn Hawals have found In wWie prin-
ciples af freo bllcan government thus
secured to them the pestoration of their
ancient |bgrtles, freed from all feudal

*“The hesltaney of any Hawallan who s
not a rovalist in giving his assent to an-
nexation to the United States is causoed
by an indefinite dread that it may change
for the worse his relatlons to the white
people here and In the United Slates, and
that it may lessen the weight of his In-
fluence as a wnlt of the governing power,

Jf such approhenstons posseased any
real  walue If delay in nnnexation
would tend to dissipate him, our reluc-
tanee In gveén seeming to force our in-
stitutions or government upon other peo-
ples might cause us to postpone action
upon the treaty.

“Put wa have our responsibilities, which
are gtronger than mere wentiment, toward
n people who are In Egreat danger from
cdusea that are not ¢hargeabls to them or
to the government of the republic of Ha-
wall, or to that of the United Btates, nnd
we must meet them or stand by and wit-
nese the destruction of a people who are
the ¢bildren of our adoption; whom wo
hayve nlways assured of our protection.

“If wo hesitate, ours will be the just
censare for a weak abandonment of this
young republlc to the aggreselons of mon-
archy and it Christian peaple to the suf-
f*na.tlon of & relapse Into paganism.”
