She was a young lady of rare accomplizh-
raents, and possessad many beautiful
troits of character, She was gentle in
manner, refined In feeling and of a most
lovahle dispositlon. ¥verybody who
knew her intimately loved her as a true,
noblea young woman.

Mise Rodgers whl be greatly missed in
the musical circles of Rlchmand. 8he was
oné of the best singers in the clty. 8he
had a rich, sweet soprann volee with
grant power and fullness, She sang with
much expression, and with a method
which was peoullarly her own. Bhe stud-
fsd first under Mrs. Edward T. Rob-
inson, and afterwards her wolca was
tralned by ‘several well-known New York
tenchere.
