WASHINGTON, 'Feh. ?.-Major-General
Henry W. Dawton was buried to-day in

the Xational Cemetery at Ariington. lt

was a nation's tribute to a national henj,
and the sorrow of a whole people wns ex¬

pressed -wlien America added the cba.plet
of oypress lo the brow that so long had

-worn the larurel.
Tlhe burial service beneath the leafless

trees at Arlington was preceded by ser-

vJces in the Church of lhe Covehant, on

Comioeticut avenue, at -which every de-

partinent of the government was repre¬

sented, including the President. Congress;
the Supreme Ocriirt. ail the ranking offi¬
cers of the army, and every officer with¬
in reach of Washington. Lawton's o,d

oomrades of the Ilne and staff, the diplo-r
matio corps in a.ll lts brilliance of uni-
fonm and deooration, and as many aru-

eand of all degrees as were fortunate
enough to find standing room within the

waiHs. But the crowd within wa. iiisi;.-
nificant compared ¦v.-Hli the thousands
who braved tiie lowering winter's day for
a glimrpse of ihe flag-draped calsson with
lts military escort as it passed tnroug.i
tho streets. Hundreds m-ore made lhe

toifcaame pilgrin _ige tr> Arlington to hear

the last words pronooinced above the open
«rave, -where President, Cabinet and the

ireneral commrmding the army stood with
howed heads till lhe last volley had been

flred and lhe bugle sounded "Taps."
HOME-COM1XG OF A HERO.

It -was the liomc-coniiiig or a iiero. For

seven weeks. ever since the fatal news

Crom San Matco had been flashed around

the wldth of the world. the country had
wailed to pay its best tribute to the
dead.
l.awton, to the great bulk of Americans,

»ad been the incarnation of the American
soldier- He had m-ade his mark in the

civil war from the Mississippl to the sea.

rand in the interval of potcntial .peace it

waa he who had beaten at his own game
Geroniiuo, the greatest master of desert
craft ami mountain flghting that the

West had ever known. and who in the

new problems of a. lropic war had proved
tho most daring and resoureeful of all

the generals ln the fleld.
lt was ln tribute to these qualities that

tiie Lawton fund had rfi a few weeks been

swellod past the o.vpr .ntions of its origi-

nalors. for A_jnei_cans know that l.aw¬

ton .being .1 soldler lirst. and only. bad

left to those who love. ihina no lieritasa
save his owonffl and a spotless name.

For a dirv and a night the body of
tho soldier lay in state in the Church
of the Covcnant Sr. it lay Uiis morning
when Hie doors were opened, troopers
from his old command, wlth sa}ire|
.Irawn, keeping vig" at the head rrnd
feet. Pemath the soft lights of __fhe
ultar rose a troplc jungle of palms, and

hlgiier than the flag-draped coffln rose

banks of flowers, tributes from every
quarter pf the land.

BOO.M OF GUXS.
It was a dreary wait in the cold-wlnd-

swept slopes of Arllngton for the hun¬

Brown, probably tho oldest newspaper
man in the West, died here last night
from la grippe,' at the advanced age of
eighty-four years.
Mr. Brown was born in Xew York State

in 1814. He was an Intimate friend ol'
Horace Greeley. For half a century he
has been engaged in newspaper work on
the Pacific coast. He was the founder
of the Democratic Press in San Francis¬
co, whieh afterwards became the Ex-
aminer. After the war ho went to Jlexi-
co, where he was a foremost ligure in
the organization of the colonization
scheme, the district lo be settled by peo¬
ple of the Confederate States. This plan
was nullilied by the death of Mnximilian.
He afterwards engaged in newspaper
work on the Pacific coast again.

WARRANTS ISSUED
FOR DEMOCRATS

Attempt Will be Made to Compe
Their Attendance on Legislature

in London.Trouble Expec-ed.
LOXDOX, KY., Feb. fl..The following

message from Governor Taylor was re¬
ceived to-day by a member of the Legis¬
lature:
"Have warrants issued for members

of the House and put in the hands of
Sergeant-at-Arms to serve."
The warrants were made out late to¬

day and given to Sergeant-at-Arms Cecll
of the House.

Lieut-Gov. mor Marshall telegraphed
he would be here early to-morrow morn¬

ing.
Tho rigid secrecy that characterized

yestcrday's proceedings was maintained
to-day. bul it was very apparent that
all the Legrislators were laboring under
a fever of excitement.
The message from Governor Taylor to

issue the warrants was received just be¬
fore the House adjourned. The intelli-
gcr.ee was passed seerectly among the
members.*

JIEAK BPSIXESS.
The effect of Governor Taylor's mes¬

sage was apparent. Senator Cox said:
"We mean busine.s. We will have a

quorum in th- House and a quorum in
. he S.na.te. AVe wil! be in working order
and ready to transact business by Mon¬
day.

GEN. BULLER HAS
FAILED AGAIN

Abandoned Position and
Recrossed Tugela.

MacDONALD RETIRES.

Under Order of Methuen He Fell Back
to Modder River.

MILITARY EXPERTS PUZZLED.

Tho Theory Finds Acceptance That

IJotli MucDonald's aiul Buller's

Operations Were by the Direc¬

tion ol Loril ltobcrts to Oc¬

cupy Boers Durinjj a

Ccntial A.lvance.

BOER HEAD 'LAAGAR, LADYSMITH,
Thursday, Feb. 8..The British, who were

in possession of" tthe kopje at Molens

Drift, abandoned it after a bombardment
by Boer cannon tiiis morning, and re¬

tired across the Tugela river to their

former position.
A desultory cannonade is proceeding at

Tugela this morning. but otherwise every

thing is quiet.
LOXDOX, Feb. 10-4:20 A.' M..London

accepts.QS true the Boer statement that

Ueneral Buller has failed again. These

statements were passed by the British
censor at Aden. und are read In tne

light of Mr. Balfour's announcement ln
the Commons that General Buller is cot
presslng his advance.
Mr. Winstoh Churclilll wires that

Vaalkrantz was iinpraolicable for the

guns which were needed to support a

further advance.
His cablegram leaves General Buller

on Tuesday nlght sending u fresh bri¬
gade to relieve the tired holders of Vaal¬
krantz.
The descriptive writers with General

Buller were allowed a rather free hand
again in explulhirig the ugiy position
whiah the British held and the natural
bbstaclea which .had to be overcome.

So it is easy to infer that with Boer
rillemcn and artlUery defending them,
these Qiills. i-avines und jungles have not
been overcome and thus the public is
prepared iu advance for bad news.

IHOPE RAN HIGH.
Heliograms from Ladysmith, dated

Monday, describe the effoct General Bul¬
ler's cannonade had on ihe worn garri-
son. Hope ran high' that ihe long
period of inactivity and tedium was draw¬
ing to a close. The crash of guns was
almost contlnuous for ten hours, and at
times it seemed as if many as~ twenty
shells burst in a minute.
The Boers, preparing always for the

possibillty of defeat. were driving herds
and sending long wagon tnjins toward
the Drakensberg passes. Intense dark-
ness and silence followed, broken only
by frogs croaking and the occasional
blaze of star shells, surrounding the
town with u circle of light to prevent
the iinpuserved approach of the enemy.
A series of British mines, laid for the
Boers, exploded aecidentally, shriklng
and alarming the eity and camp.
Generul MacDonald's retlrement yuzjles

the military commentators. The theory
that linds uccoptance is that It was or-
dered hy Lord Roberts. and that hath
Gener:i(I Buller's and General MacDonald's
o.oeraiions were by the direction of the
commancler-in-chief, in order to occupy
tlie Boers at wldely separated points, so

they would be unable to transfer any
portlon of their forces to oppose the pro-
jeetetl central advance.
FORCE LINE AT ORANGE RIVER.
Mr. Charles Williams, a military writ¬

er, who ls understood to be in conliden-
tiai relattons with Lord Wolsiey, says
that beyond doubt the most authorita-
tlve opinion in London regards it as
probable that an endeavor would be
made io force the line of tiie brunge river
berore Wednesday next, posslbly by Mon¬
day.
.Mr. Henry \V. Lucy says that the health

of Sir Alfred Milne'r, Governor of Cape
Colony, is suffering from the prolongcd
strain, and his friends fear lie will break
down.
Lord Sal'isbury's son, Lord Edward

Cecll, is responsibie for Mafeking being
so well provfsioned. At the outbreak of
the war he learned the amount of army
stores about to be sent lo Mafeking, and
011 his own initiative pledged his private
means and had the stores qu.idriipled.
He is now in Mafeking, and one of its
boidest defenders.

BOBK REINFOROEMENTS.
A dispatch to the Times from Koodooes-

iberg. uated Thursday, February Sth,
says:

VI} is reported that Bosr reinforce-
nients are arriving from Magersfontein.
Our position ls easily tenahle, but tho
entire force has been ordtc.cd to return
to Modder River to-morrow."

tion."
The Flrst Lord of the Admlralty, Mr.

The War Oflice has reduced the mini¬

mum standard of height aguln.this time
to ."> feet 3 Inches for infantry, and 5 feet
2 inches for artillery.

OWIXG TO OROSS FIRE.
Dr. Leyds has isstiod in Brussels a

statement for publication in England, in
whieh ho says he Is convinced the war
wlll continue as iong as the two rerpub-
lics have arms and ammunition. If the
Mauser cartridges giv.e out the Boers,
he asserts. will fall back upon Martini-
Henrl ritles. for which they have a sup¬
ply of ammunition that is practically in-
exhaustible. '

A special dispatch from Spearman's
Camp dated yesterday (Friday) noon.
says that ov-ing tf) tbe Boer cross flre
nnd the impossibly of entrench!ng
Vaalkrantz, General Buller's force with-
drew.
Tho Financial Xfews, which publishes

1MPOS3 IB.LE. TO ADVANCE.
LOXDOX, Feb. 9..A dispatch dated

Freie Camp yesterday, iprobably written
within the advanced lines Wednesday,
says:
"The forces of the enemy are on both

our rilanks and continue to render our

position extrernely difficult to maintain."
This .tmakes it evident that General

Buller, ufter dovptir.g Wednesday to
bring more artillery- jand troops across
the Tugela, was. badly in need of rein-
forcements. It is stiil more potent that
it is impossible for him to advance un¬

tll the artlllery has been enabied to take
up forward positions for the purpose
of subduing tho Boer guns on both
flanks.
Upon the length of time' occupied ln

this operation depends the duration of
General Bullets maintenance of the de-
fensive.
Almost all the critics now point that

the mere pushing thro'-gh to Ludysmlth
wihout securing a decisive victory on
the way thero would only add danger
to what is already a critical situation.
Another Frere Camp dispatch suys a

Boer prisoner asserts that the Burghers
expected General Bulier to cross at
Sklot's Drift and that thousands of Boers
were being posted at Dornkloof to op¬
pose such a passage, while on the
captured hill there were only a few
hundred Joiianr.esburghers. Thls tends
to .increase the anxiety of those who
beiieve that General Buller hus scarcely
begun tho serioiu part of his advance,
though encouragement is gletmed from
the news that the heuyy naval guns
aftor repeated attempts,' during which
the mules rolled down the hill, have siic-
cceded in reaching the summit of Swartz
ICop. w-hence they are doing excellent
praetiee.

ONLY A SORTlli.
General Hector MacDonaid's retirement

from Koodooesberg has created disap-
po'ntmont. but the operation was ap¬
parently only intended as a sortie. and
its success or failure could scarcely have
resuitod in any material effect on the
campaign.
..Military attaches will leave to-morrow.
Their desUnation is not given -out, but
presumably they, will join General Roberts,
whose whereaboufs have not yet been"
made public.

It -was said to-day that one of the first
steps to increase the home army would
bo the raising of thfrty-seven new horse
and (ield batteries with barracks on Salis-
bury Plain, and the addition of third
battalions to mimerous regiments, which
are at present without them.
Up to C:40 this evening the War De¬

partment had evldently heard nothing- of
General Buller's retreat as described in
the dispatches from the Boer Head
Laager, Ladysmith, February Sth. When
shown the Boer dispatch, the oifleiais ap¬
peared utterly dumbfounded. Ai .parent-'
ly, they had not the least suspic'ion of
the possibillty of such an outcomeof the
.'operations.

While nothing has been given to the
public, the War Office has had reports
from General Buller on thn situation for,
at least, the eaiiier days of the week.

EXCEEDIXGLY BITTER.
It is said on reliable authority that

General Buller's dispatcli announcing
Monday's and Tuesday's movements was

particularly hopeful. He described the
position gained as effective. so the news
or" another retirement is exceedingly bit¬
ter to the Brilish, and, though it comes
from Boer sources, tiiere is little .dispo¬
sition to discred'it it.
A War Office dispatch from Lord

'Roberts, dated Thursday. February Sth.
connrms -reports that General Gatacre
has repulsed the Boers at Pen Hoek and
Birds' river, und that the seeurity of
both otttnosts ls establlshed.
In regard to General MacDonaid's ope¬

rations, Lord Roberts does not mention
the former's retirement to the Modder
River. He says:
"MacDonnld was dlspatched to prevent

the Boers blocking the m-ain drift at
Koodooesberg, and successfuliy establlsh¬
ed himself at Koodooesberg, in spite ol
the determined efforts of the Boers to
dislod'ge him. At MacDonaid's request.
Babiiigton was sent with reinforcements
Wednesday, February Ith. Babington
threatenei- the Boers north of Koodooes¬
berg north while another force drove off
the Boers southward."
The dispatch concludes iwith the state¬

ment:
"The enemy have now evacuated their

position iand none is ln sight."

AFFAIRS IN THE
SAMOAN ISLANDS

The Division Has Caused But Little

Trouble, AlthougU tbe Factions
Have Shown Some Discontent.

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 9..The steam¬
er Alameda arrived ihere to-day from
Australian and Samoan ports via Hono¬
lulu. The Alameda was ordered to
(luaruntine, but Dr. Kinyou, State quar-
antine ollicer, reports that up to Feb¬
ruary- iid there had been no new cases
of the plague at Honolulu since Jan¬
uary 25th. There are 7,100 Japanese and
Chinese in quarantlne ut Honolulu, and
three detention camps have been estab¬
llshed.
Samoan' udvices received by the Ala¬

meda are to the effect that the agree¬
ment between the three powers as' to
the division of the Samoan group -has
caused but lltCTt! trouble, although the
Msslietoa. and Mataafa factions were

somewhat discontented, the Mataafans
blaming the Malietoans for causing the
trouble which brought about thls result,
and vice versa.
Reports were received in Apia that at

Aana and .Savaii the followers of Ma¬
taafa, chagrined at the news of the de-
vision of the islands, resolved that the
Malietoa adherents who had returned to
tiheir homes must be driven out of "those
districts. >>

ATTACKED MALIETOANS,
A large force of Mataafan men attacked

tiie homes of trhe Malietoans; roused the
inmates out, set fire to the buildings and
later drove the inhabitants to Saliemoa.
On December 6th, Captain Tiley, of the

U. S. Navy, notitied Hlgh Chief Faivae,
of the island of Tutila, that under the
terms' of the agreement between tlhe
United States. Great Britain and Ger¬
many the Samoan group would be divid¬
ed between the Unlted States and Ger¬
many, and that the island ot Mahula,
Tutila and other islands east oi. Upula
would come under. the protection of the
United States.
Captain Tiley assurect the Chlnf. through.

i_'aivae, that the Unlted States would
protect their lives and give them good
government, and it -would hold the Chiefs
responslble for arjy trouble that might
occur.
¦O-ptg.in THey's proclamatioji ^ras re-
