ITe stated
that while this wns ecalled an act to pre-
vent the corrupl use of monsy in elec-
tions under its provisions the largest
corrieption fund ever used in Virginia,
save in the year 1805, could be used.
Each candidete was permitted to use $100
for every L0 voters, and this would
mean from MO0 to $4,500 in esxch coun-
3.

Mr. Flood argued that the laws on the
statute books at the present tme are
sufficient to puni=n all manner of cor=-
rupt use of money in elections.

RECOMMITTELD.

Alr. Barksdale consented to amend the
hill =0 as to strike out the provision al-
lowing each didate to spend $190 {or
each 5000 voters and to aliow only aetual
expenscs, Jle was opposcd to recomiunit-
ting the Bbill, which meant its defeat. He
witnted a4 square vote upon ihe measure.
