A ease that ereated great interest was
the charge against Lonnie (Devii) Zim-
mer and John diorgan for robbing T. It
Locker of $50.

Mr. Locker was on 2 visit to the
elty and met up with Zimmer and 3for-
gan in a bar-room at the corner of 19th
and Main Stre and the Richmond
young men made themselves sociable
and drank ‘at Locker's expensc.. They
stayed with Locker all the afternoon
and at 11:30 at night piloted him fo
George Gray's cheap lodging -house, No.
1819 Dain Strect, and all went to Ded
in the same room. At 2:30 A, M. Lock-
er awoke and found his trousers, which
“he put under his pillow, gone, and also
his fellow-lodgers. The gaiment was on
the floor and hls empty pocket-book
thrown under the bed.

One Incldent of the day related by John
. Helly, who keeps the bar at Nineteenth
and Mualn, was that, when Tocker order-
ed a glass of ginger ale, Zimmer spiked
the ale with a glil and a half of whisky,
while Locker had his back turned.
