ANOTHER OF THOSE AMEND-

Troposals to amend the Constitution
of the United States are of such fre-
quent occurrence  that ‘they ordinarily
attract little, if any, aitention. Ewvery
crank who has an {zm brings forward
an amendment to the Constitution, which
shall compel all the American peaple
io wear thelr coats accgrding to the cut
“he'!mest favors, or io use corn bread
on {helr . breakfast tables whether they
cat wheat bread or do not.

Sometimes,. however, amendments are
brought forward which require natice,
and this is the casc with ene. just in-
iroduced  into the House of Represenla-
tives hy Mr. Ray, of New York, to which
we made humorous reference | yester-
day. But Mr. Ray is chairman of the
<commitiee on Judicinary of the House,
and his proposal demands serious con-
sideration, for whateyer he s=ays in re-
gard 1o our  fundamental Jaw will
naturally command attention, and it
deals with a subject that is mow upper-
most in the public mind and falis into
the current as the publlc mind is now
running. It is as follows:

“Resolved, ctc., That the -following
artiela Le proposed 1o the legizlatures
of the several States as an amendment
1o the Constituiion:

#ATticle XVI The Congress shall have
power 1o regulate and Tropress monopo-
lies and combinations; to create and dis-
solve corporations and dispose of thcir
property. and to smake all laws neces-
sary and proper to excrcise of the fore-
going powWers. Such  powers may. be
exercised by the several St.':lies in any
mannsr not in conflict with the iaws
of the United States”

If it were possible to make ‘this
part of the Constituilon of the United
Siates it would wholly end our present
government of federal union, and would
at once convert us inta a vast consoll-
dated en".pirr:e. Tuled from the centre as
effectually ns China 1s, and it would
no doubt, lead in o short iime to a
corrupt and Adegraded  central  govern-
ment like Chipa's, thai plundédred the
people at fts will, to squander the booty

The beanty of our system of govern-
ment and its strength and power as an
