Astronomers Preparing to Witness
the Total Eclipse,

SEARCH FOR OTHER WORLDS

The Camera to Play a Most Important
Part in These Observations aud

Scientisis AVill Be iu

Tliei:- Glory.

Astronomers all over the coun'try are

beginning to get very busy these days
preparing for .the coming totai eclipse of
the sun," which will take place on Miay j
28th. Expeditions are being planned and \
favorable locations are being selected so I
that not the slightest phase of the inter¬
esting natural phenomenon may be oyer-
lccked. The work is being done in. a sys-
tematic manner under the direetioji of the
United States Xauticul Observatory,
v.-hieh is now in correspondence with hun¬
dreds of astronomers and scientists who
are anxious to take part in the fascinat-
in_r work.

A YEAR OF PREPARATTON.
Preparations for the observation of the

eclipse were begun over a year ago, and
circulars of information have been sent
out to absent ones a.11 over the United
States where tlie eclipse will be seen,
either totally or partially, giving dia-
gr__ms of the path of totality und many
interesting lines of study Which the
eclipse will bring up. Xot since ISTS has
there been a total eclipse visible in the
United States, and as regards Cincinnati
there has not been one since 1S69, and
that even was not total here. For thas
reason the eclipse will be especially inter¬
esting to the rising generation, to whom
such a phenomenon will indeed be a nov¬

elty.
AVhile the eclipse locally wiill not bo

total, it ought to be a very spactacular
heayerily display. Only a very small por¬
tion of the sun's disk will be left uno-b-
scured, so that the result wlll be almost
as good as if the whole surface cf tlie
king of dav had* been blotted out.

AN EARLY .MORNING EVENT.
The darkening of the sun will take

place in the early hours, just after he has
dispersed the mists of the morri'-ig: and
is shining out clear and strong. ¦___*_. flrst
premonition of the coming eclipse will be
at exactly 41 minutes and 37 seconds af¬
ter G o"ciock. At that time, if the sun

and moon keep neailng each other at the
rate the scientists have laid out for them
close observers, through smoked glass,
will notice on the lower side of the biil-
liant orb a slight grayness, like a thin
cloud of smoke. Gradually and sldwly
the gray shadow darkens until a distinct
black blotch makes its appearance. This
is the moon itself intercepting the flood
of light from the sun. Slowly fair Luna
becc-hes more and more apparent, while
the sunligh't waxes dimmer and dimmer.-
An unnatural twilight forms in the
early morning hours. Tho cblckens,
scarcely beginning the day's scratching,
look uneasily at each other and wonder
who secured the one-hour labor schedule
and the birds get ready for bed again.
At the middle point only a very small
portion of the sun is left shining like a

diamond, while the rest of thc sun is ob-
scurely omlined as a great red ball.

OVER AT 9 O'CLOCK.
Then the moon begins to pass off. and

at 3 minutes and 55 seconds after 9
o'clock the display wlll be fully over.

Expressed in mean- solar time, the eclipse
begins at 7 hours 3 minutes and 5G sec¬

onds and" ends at 9 hours 26 .minutes and
1. seconds. The standard time is given
abo-.-<".
The eclipse, while interesting, wtll pre¬

sent no unusual uspects to local observ-
ers. At the Observatory Prof. Porter and
his. assistant, *Mr. Yowell, will conflne
themselves to notlng as accurately as

possible the exact second of contact of

the disks of the sun and moon, and also
tho second when they separate. This is
done to verify the schedules of contact
and separation as ealculuted by them and
given above.
To tiie astronomers on the belt of total

obscurity the ecllp.se will be vastly in¬
teresting. The moon's shadow touches
the Uniited States lirst at the southwest¬
ern corner of Mississippi and then sweeps
northwardly across Mississippi, Alaba¬
ma, South Carolina, G-eorgia, Xorth Ca¬
rolina and Virginia, kissing the Continent
good-by at Cape Henry and vanishing into
the Atlantic on dts trip to Fortugal.

FOKEST OF TEiLESCOPES.
All along this route will be stationed

astronomers with telescopes pointing up¬
ward from improvised observatories, with
specially constructed cameras orientated
to the exact part of the sky where the
sun will be in total eclipse, with instru-
jnents for spectrum and photometrie. ob-
servations, .and -with numberless other
astronomical dnstruments with names

which are meaningless to the layman.
If the weather is at all flne the eclipse
will be the best recorded and observed
one that ever oe'eurred. One of the most
interesting features of the work on the
eclipse to the person who has only a pass-
ing knowledge of astronomy will be the
search for two planets, said to exist near
.the sun, and which have not previously
been observed, save in one instance, du¬
ring the total eclipse in July, ISTS. Prof.
Watson, of Ann Ar-bor, obserVing closely
t-hrough his telescope, saw, or thought he
saw, two small planets revolving about
.the sun in paths far inside of that of
Mercury, the nearest one of the system.
A SE-U.OH FOFw WATSOX'S J__ITTEE

¦WOiRXVDS.
At ordinary times these two little but-

terfiies of the great solar system, if thej.
exist, would be totally drowned out in
the flood of light caused by their prox-
imity to the royal orbit. Xo other as-
tronomcr save Prof. Waton observed
these new planets, and as subsequent
eclipses failed to reveal them it is be¬
lieved that Prof. Watson mistook two
fixed stars for new planets. But Prof.
Wlttson was a careful, patient observer,
and enough credence is given to his re¬
port to have the search renewed at this
opportunity, and every astronomer will
be on the alert for two little dazzling pin-
head points of light beyond Mercury that
indicate the location of the lost planets.

PIIOTOG'itAPHilC RECORDS.
The camera will play an important

part in this eclipse. At such times only
ls the dazzling "corona" of the sun visi-
.ble, and tlie camera ls relied upon to fix
.indelibly features of, this vague atmos-
phere of old Sol. Photographs will also
be taken of the stars in the immediate
neighborhood of the sun, whereby it ls
hoped, among other things, to locate the
intra-mercural planets referred to above.
Cameras with moving fiims will be eni-

ployed to obtain a continuous record of
the eclipse from first contact to ending,
something on the order of a .moving pic¬
ture maehine. Other features to which
attention Will be given will be the rela¬
tive position of the sun and moon, draw-
ings of the corona, distribution of the
"eoronium," position of the green coronal
.line, a spectrum of the "fiash." heat ra-

diation of the corona, photometrie obser-
vation of the corona, and many other
tasks. These duties will be divided up
among the astronomers, and when the
various reports are collated and the in-
ference drawn severai interesting dis-
coveries are expected to be made..Cin¬
cinnati Enmiirer.
