.Recently Prof. W. E. Poteat a. great

Christian scholar and a distinguished p,o-

fessor of biology in Wake Forest Colle0c.
N C delivered before the Soutliern Bap¬
tist Theolog-cal Seminary, at Louisville,
a series of lectures. in which hc advocated
the scientlfic method of interpreting the

sacred Scrlptures. The lectures have been

severely crKlcised in Southern religious
newspapers. ln a recent issue of the

Baptist Argus Dr. XV. R. L. Smith. of
this city, comes to the support of Prof.
Poteat and his scientiflc method of Inter-

pretation. Dr. Smith says: "The scien¬
tiflc method. which is trlumphant e.verj-
where, is invalidating systems of Iheology
and cherlshed tradltions o£ men, but u

does not harm tlie Bible or tlie supreme
dignitv and glory of Jesus Christ. It de¬
mands a new study of the Christ and

crowns him with new splendors. I hope
the Seminary boys will read the lectures

of the Xorth Caroiina biologist half a

dozen times over and .resolve by the grace
of God to shine in the'r several relatlons
as their recent distinguishfcd lecturer does
in his."
