Jury in the case of William Pugh to-day
brought In a verdict of manslaughter.
Pugh shot and killed Elijah AVhitaker.lJut
there were mitlgating circumstanees, and
Judge Moore gave the prisoner three years
in Staie's prison.
Court adjourned this afternoon. The most

important case was postponed, that of
J:din Wesley Morris. who shot and killed
his brother-ln-law. Felix Webb. Capliin
Day, of counsel for defence. asked for a
¦continuance. Solicitor Daniel was ready
for the State. and insisted on a trial. but
.tho Judge granted the prayer of dc-fenoe
and continued the case to the October
term.

I>emocracy During; "ie War.
Editor of The Times:
Sir..Admiral Dewcy nc-ed hardly have

disavowed, as he has iatiely done, the
contemptuous denunciation of all Demo¬
crats which had been attributed to him.
But his public professlon of good-wlll to-
wwrds his party for its conduct in the
past ir. limitcd to "war Democrats." be-
yond doubt Admiral Dewey mcans by the
term those Democrats who supported and
approved Mr. Lihcoln's two great achleve-
m-ents.the repression of sccession and the
emancipation of the slaves.
In the accialm of triumph in .'IW".") by the

lenders of the Republican party who won

the credit and the splendid rcwards. the
truth was forgotten that from start to
finish the T.-.ir upnn the seceded States
and the emancipation or the slaves had
to mcct an opposition from tho Demo-
¦eratjc party in the "loyal" Strrtrs which
Mr. Lincoln and his' co-workcrs found
it a task no less Tormidable to overcome
than that of conquering the Southern
States in arms. Before the war spirit was

aroused there was an ulmost uhanimous
conviction fhroughout the Democracy of
the North and West, and by no means
Conflned to the Democracy. that the use"
©f force to relain States in the Fnion was

not only inadmissible under the Constitu¬
tion, but abhorrent to the jirinciples on

which their political lnstitutions rcstcd.
When the storm was rising there came
from the Democratic leaders.In the loyal
States as dlstinct asseverations of the
wrongs the South was cndurlng, as full
assurahces that the South liad- the right
to wiilidraw from the partnership, as

full denlal of any possible right in the
Federal Government to use coercion as

any Southern leader ever set forth; with
further assurances that The Democrats of
th« North and AVest would flght on the
Southern side in any such appeal to arms.

For, months after the seccssion of South
Carolina, whilo the other States were

passing ordinancr-s of sc-cession, the Dem¬
ocratic Governrrsent in Washington.Presi¬
dent, Cabinet. Congress and Su-preme
Court.took not one step towards coer¬

cion, nor did either house of Congress
Usten to a suggestion of emancipation as

possible.
The new administration dlsclaimcd any

purposo of emancipation. but most as-
tutely used the firing on Fort Sumter to

rouso tho war spirit. The word "astutely"
!s filly applied, for 'the flag had been
fired on in the same place, several weeks
carlier. The steamer Star of Uie West
had been sent to relieve Fort Sumter,
and while flying the great flag of a garri-
son was fired on, hit twice. and driven
away. This produccd no sensation, but
was accepted by the whole country as a

naturn.1 accomipanlmcnt of the ¦sccession
of tho Stato. We have iearned afresh nf
late what it means to rouse the war spirit.
A very large part of the wisdom and vir-
tue of this country reprobate and deplore
the war now waglng by the United
States, and yet they do make and can
make no opposition, but support the war

just as those do who approve it most
warmly. We know now that a war. once

begun, sweeps into its support not only
the regular ariny, the navy and the Trea-
sury, but the volunteer organizations and
the youth of (he country. who think they
must respond to any national call to
arms.
3n spite, however. of this support of the

war forced on tho Democracy by circum-
Ftanees, they made a steady struggle in
the courts, in Congress. and in the State
governments to keep down the war to
constitutional limits as far as possible and
to such conditions as might leave room
for reconciliation In the future. The atti-
tudo of General McClellan and of Gover¬
nor Seymour, of New York. are examples.
Por years no pains were spared to cry

down General IMcClellan, but the evi¬
dence has been too strong. 3t*ven Nicolay
and Hay, In their great Ofe of Lincoln,
have to concedc to McClellan the very
hlghest ipraase for pure patriotism, and
the. concessions have grown greater with
each yucceeding historian, tii! Rhodes,
the latest, d'eplores the r.tct that Lincoln"
could not pee McClellan as we see him,
and that Lincoln deferred the capture
of Richmond and the downfall of the
Confederacy two years by removing Mc¬
Clellan from command of the army.
About MoClellnn's contest with Lincohi
for the Presidency, the last issue of the
Southern Historieal Society's papers has
the following.page 3C7:
Dr. Hollanu"s Life of 3.incoln, etc,

shows (page 476, etc.3 that when
Lincoln killed, by "pocketing" it, a bill
for the reeonstruction of the Union,
which Congress had passed. Ben Wade
and Winter Davis, aided by Greeley, pub.
lished In Greeley's Tribune oi" August
the *ith, "a bitter manifesto." lt charged
that the President, by this action. "hold's
the electoral vote of the rebel S*ates
at the discretion of his personal ambi-
tion." and that "a more studiod outrage
on the authority of the people has never
been perpetrated." An examination to-
day of the official record of the electoral
voto by which Lincoln got his' second
term fully verifies the above eharge.
Nicolay and Hay's Abraham Lincoln. and'
General Benjamin F. Butler's antoblog-
raphy (the title is "Butler's Book"), alike
concede the lletitious preteiTse of a State
that was counted as casiinjr the vote
of the Stato of Virginia in the I^lectoral
College, and simllar t'arces were played
In the case of othcrs of the "rebel
States." just as foreseen by Wade and
Winter Davis. This accounts for the
much-boasted majority recorded. by the
Electorial College in Lihcoln's favor, and
tho small majority. as ofilcially'VTeeorded,
of votes of the people. McClellan. on a

platform that said the war must stop,
got 81 per cent of the votes that were
east for Lincoln. This was the A-ote of
the people of the "loyal" States, in sp-ite
of the fact that crlticism of the adminis¬
tration was treason. by order of the
War Department. triable by cpurt-mar-
tlal. and that a man so enormously popu-
lar in his State (Ohio) as Yallandigham
lay under sentence of banishment, a pun-
ishment new to this country and imposed
for a new offenee, "not for deeds done,
but for words spoken," to* use the form
in which it was denounced by John
Sherman. and these words spoken in
public debate and received with wild
applauso by thousands. Soldiers ruled
at the polls. Butler's Book (pages 754
to 770) gives full particulars of the large
force with which he occupied New York
city. and shows how completely he con-
trolled its vote and its opposition to the
war and to emancipation that had lately
been demonstrated in its great anti-draft
rioL This "riot" had countenance from
the Governor (Seymourl and the Arch-
bishop (Hughes). as Nicolay and Hay
ielaborately describe in their Abraharn

'Llnco'n. and Gorman. in his* lately pub-
lished life of Stanton, says that if the
battle of Gettysburg. then raglng, had
been of opposite result, New York would
not have submitted.
The Oipposition of Governor Tloratio

Seymour was accounted by Mr.' Lincoln
so foruiidable that he offered to with-
draw in Seymour's favor from candidacy
for a sreond term if Seymour would giw
him his support till the election: yet
Seymour waf. soon after tlie war. selett-
«d by the Nat'onal Democracy as their
nomli»ee tor Presld*ut. 'How persistent
