One man has. made an offer of the en¬

tire asao-nt of money needed to erect an

admhiistr-tion building for the Interna-

tional Committee of the Young "Men's

Christian Association. This building, if

erected. will be headquarters for Associa¬
tion work in the United States and

Canada. lt is to be located in New "Vork,
eomewhere between Tiventy-thiru and For-

lieth Streets. and Fifth and Lcxmgton
Avenues. Several sitcs are now under con-

Eidaratlon. None are in the very hi_:i-
prioed eectlons. the desire being to kec:>
the cost down, and the building will not

be extravagant in design and flnish. Tne
lower Iloor will be rented for business, the

Pecond and third will aceommodxte tae

^«oriation ofliccs. and tho fourth Will
have rooms for tlie use of visiting tecicta
ries who are coming and going to and
from the headquarters, and who are now

compeUed to go to hotels. Rooms >n

headquarters wilL if provided. save con-

siderable expense annually. The name of

the donor is withheld for the present.
CSonslderable opposition to the erection

of the building is developing. This oppo¬
sition comes from conservative men on

the committee and interested in the Asso¬
ciation. Tne experience of the Presbyte-
rians and of the American Tract Society
ls polnled out, ana the argument is made
that if this wealthy Triend Is willing to
erect _ building costing $250,000. he is prob-
ablv willing to give in securltles one-half
or two-thlrds of that sum. These sccuri-
ties. say some members of the Interna-
tlonal Committee, yieldinrr an income for
the support of the general work, nre bet¬
ter than a building. The present quarters,
which are one entire floor of a New York

pffioe building, are ample in size and rich-
ness. The donor of the proposed building
hap been told of this sentiment. and the
matter ls under discussion. An endowment
of 0.000,000 is raisihg. :md to date about
573.O00 is in sight. This does not inc'.nde
the offer Involved in the administration
building.

THE AMERICAN- UNIVERSITY.
The American University. Washington.

is coming in for a good deai <>f cri'icism
from those who ought to bc its friends,
if it is ever to be complcted. Nominally
a national institution, it is really fostcred
by Methodists and' has a. Methodist
bishop at its head. Yet Methodist. are,
when not laboring for it, going out of
their way to -work against it. The
c'aim is made that it interferes with
sources of income of institutions that are

a-vowedly Methodist; that it announces

courses of study this fall, when its accu-

muiations for iilant and endowment are

far less than the amount agreed upon
before classes should be formed, and that
with the death of its present chanc^llor,
who is well advanced in years. there is
no Methodist- to take it up. Some reli-
ance has been placed upon Bishon Mc-
Cabe holding himself ready to take up
the work, but that .bishop moved in th.
Chicas-o Convention, (still sitting, that
Bishop Hurst be instructed to abandon
it. The point of the matter is that
Methodists, as they gain in experlence.
more and more stoutly oppose one of
their bishops taking up any special work
of this kind, and espeeially undertakings
in which finances are involved They
maintain that their superintendonis-hould
superintend spiritual matters
The Rev Dr John G Paton, the ven-

erable iPresbyterian missionary from the
New Hc-brides. who came to the United
States to get Congress to comnsl by law
American traders to refrain from selling:
rnm and firearms to converts and natives
in the South' Seas, has seen President
MeKinley and Secretary Hay. and re¬

ports th^m as unwilling to take up tbe
matter diplomatlcally; indeed, _s being
of the oplhlon that the United States
can and ought to do nothing. and from
diplomatic reaspns. The famous mission¬
ary maintal is that thousands of natives
in the South Seas are killed anmiaily in
petty wars provoked by American gun-
powder and bad rum Great Britain has
stopped the sale of these articles by Eng-
lish traders. and' missionarles ciaim that
the United States can stop their sale un¬

der the American flag: if it wants to
do so.
Discipies of Christ seelc to ralse funds

with which to support a preacher of their
faitb in Paris throughout tiie summer. In
one of their denominational papers the
announcement and appeal are made in
words that imply th-'re is no English ser¬

vice in Paris, and the -statement is made
that there ought to be such during the
Exposition at any rate. As matter of
fact. almost n.ll of tlie various religious
bodies of Engiand have preaching places
in the French capital. whcre the services
are in English, and there are two Ameri¬
can chapels there, not to men tion the
great McAU work.

HISTORY OF THE
i\]IA liNOAP

An Interesting Address Delivered by
Dr. Preston.

STATISTICS AS TO THE RACES

Insanity Has Kapidly Increased

Ainonjr tho Colored Peoplo Since

They Were Set Free a Third
of a Century Ago.

Dr. R. J. Preston, superintendent. of the
Southwestern State Jlospital, delivered the

following address before the American

Medico-Psychological Association Wednes-

day:
lt has secmed to me lliat it would be

'exceedingly appropriate at this time, when
this capital city of the Oid Dominion is
being honored by this meeting together
here of distlnguished alienists from all
parts of our eountry and from other lar.ds,
if we present a complete history or re-

view of the insane in Virginia from her
colonial perlod down to the present time.
it is a source of regret that the time at my
disposai and the available data at hand are

entirely insutficient for the undertak.ng of
such a task. 1 can only hope at this time
to give, as inilieated in the title, "Some
Statistics ar.d Partial Histoiy of the In¬
sane in Virginia." and leave it to others
to perfect and complete tlie same.

The ravages of two wars (the War of
the Revolution and t'ne War between th«
States) have sadiy marred and scarred the
bosom of this old "Mother of States and
Statesmen," and destroyed many valuable
statistics and records in this and other de-
parrments of State history which can

never be repiaced.
THE FIRST HOSPITAL.

We, as Virginiahs, ciaim as a matter of
State pr:de. the honor of having bu lt the
first hospitai exclusively for the Insane
on this continent. In Colonial days, the
House of Burgesses incorporated "Tlie

Hospitai for the reception of idiots, luna-
tics. and persons of Insane or d'sordered
mind." which was opened for the recep¬
tion of patients September 14, 3773.
Said Hospitai is perpetua'ted to-day as

the Eastern State Hospitai, at the old Co¬
lonial Capital, Williamsburg, Va. "We
would at the same time aecord to our

sister Commonwealth of Pennsylvanla,
every mead of praise for original and
prior .efforts in providing wards for the
insane in a ganeral hospitai in 1752. and
also to our sister Commonwealth of Mary-
land for like efforts in this direction in-

augurated in 3774 and carried into effect

in 1797 in the establishinent of the Mary-
land Hospitai. It may be said, too, on

the word of Governor Giibert C. Walker.
in his centennial address at Wilkams-
burg in 3S73. that "Virginia in her deep
povertv, in the days of reconstruction, es-

tahiished the first asylum for the poor

colored man ever organized," esta-lis-ied
ifirst at Richmond. Va., as- "Howard s

Grove Hospitai" and 1SS5 permanently es-

tibllshed as the Central State Hospitai.
near Petersburg, Va., where to-day near¬

ly one thousand colored insane are cared

for in magnificent buildings. ??!«?*§*
eciuipped, under the able and skilllul
nSgement of Dr. Wm. F. Drewry, in

a manner that reflects great credit upon

this oid Commonwealth and upon this

aT'have endeavored to preoare the fol¬

lowing = tatistical table showing tne num¬

ber of insane in the State Hospitals at

the end of each census decade (as far as

obtainable) from the opening ot tn«- -^s-

nMal in 377M at Williamsburg. down lO

the p-e=ent time and also the population
of tne State (white and colored) for each

census, with the P?rcentaSe ot increase,

comparativfcly, of the insane and the

nopulation.
The statistics have been compiled at

considerable labor. owing. as before said,
to the destruction and loss of many valu¬

able records.
I have been unable to fill out the carlier

census statistics of the Eastern

Hospitai. though T have had much cor-

resp^ndence and research, aided by the

.noerintendents of the other State Hos¬

pitals and others. to whom I wish to ren-

de«- thanks and acknowl«dgements.
ln thse statistics only the insane in che

State Hospitals are considered. but it is

r.robable that the number of insane out-
side the hosoitals has varied but little eac.i

vear- as manv perhaps are ir.iprovided for

to-day in the State as at any previous
time. i

CONDITION DURING WAR. I

At this time there were about 500 white
insane hospitals, and possiblv not over a0 j
or GO colored insane. In other words, there j
were in 1860 (prior to the said war) one

white insane person to 3.S30 white popula- ;
tion, and one insane colored to about 6,- j
000 or S.0&O colored populatlon. j
During the war the old Commonwea.tn >

of Virginia was cruelly clismembered and
the State of West Virginia was unjustly
separated from the old Mother State (1
would fondlv hope to see the day wnen the

old landmarks were restored and her ori-

ginai boundaries re-established, but I fear j
hoping would be in vain.)
This cut off from Virginia nearly one- j

third of her population, and the I

percentage of increase in total ^popu¬
lation in this decade. counting both otates, j
was much less-only about 4.4. j
At the end of the seventh decade OSiQ}

we find one insane white to 1331 of white

ponulation, and one colored insane to 3,-00
of colored population. :

During t'ne eighth decade (1880) we find

that the population (white and colored)
bad increased at about the same ratio.

INCREASE OF INSANITY.

During the ninth decade, or in 1S90, we

find that the white population had I

increased 15.7 per cent.. while the colored
¦population had increased only 6., per cent j
and that the white insane had increased
55 per cent and the colored insane anout

77 per cent.; in other words. in 1S90 there

was one white insane to 813 of white popu-
latlon, and one colored insane to 1,100 of

colored population.
We regret that we cannot as yet nave

the full returns of) the tenth census, but
un to 1899 increase in the white ana col¬

ored insane in the hospitals has been

about the same ratio-about 50 per cent.

These statisties show for the last decades
of this century. since the civil war, a

rc-markablv increased ratio of insanitj
over and above t'ne increase of popula¬
tion? both in the white and colored races,

much more marked among the co.oreo.

This may be accounted for in part by
the greater freedom. of access to aie

State Hospitals. the improved methods
of mahagement, and gradual fpopulaj-
dzing so to speak, of these Institutions,
but other causes have contributed to this

in much greater dogree.
While we cannot attempt to give at

this time a detalled history of the mnn-

asement of the insane. and of the many

nobie men who have devoted their llves

to this specialty. in this State (this has

been done to a large extent by our dis-

hnguished ex-president, Dr. T. O. Powell,
in his address before the assooiation in

1S97 ln Baltlmore, Md.) lt may be of inter¬

est to give the names of those who nave

been in charge of these State institutions
from their establlshment up to the present

""^E-VSTERN STATE IIOSP1TAL.
Tho Eastern State Hospitai, from its

opening in 1773, was in charge of keepers
up to 1S41. and visiting physicians ;only
attended the patient when sent for by
¦foid keepers The keepers were James

Galt 3773 to 1801, succeeded by his son,

William F. Galt. 1S01 to 1828: Jessie Col.e
for a few months; Dickie Galt lS2b-lSo.

Henry Edloe. a few months; then Pnillp
Barziza; 1S37-1S41, when he was e.ected
steward. T..
The visiting physicians were Dr Jno

Siouoyra, 1773-370,-,; Dr John Galt and

Dr. Barraud. 1795-1S08; Dr. Alex. D. Galt,
Jr., aged twenty-two. was made, superin-
tendent and held office until 1863. Thm

the Galts-father, son. and grandson-all
emlnent physicians and philanthropist^
wero associated with the Hospitai from

its foundation. in 1773, up to theCivi War,
in 1862. During the war, the Federai au-

thorlties took charge and Dr. Wager, of

the Flfth Pennsylvania; was superintend¬
ent until the end of the war. Then Dr.

Henly, Dr. Garrett and Dr. Pettlcolas
were successlvely superlntendents for

short periods. succeeded by Dr. Brower.
1867 to 1S75: Dr. Harvey Black. 1875 to 1S>-;
Dr Wise. 1SS3 to 1SS4; Dr. Moncure, 1884 to

l<!t)8- Dr L S Foster. 1S9S to present time.

it';is worthy of note that the first insti-
tution on this continent was incorporated
and established as a hospitai.
The Western State Hospitai for the first

elgh't years of its existence, 1828 to 3S36,
seems to have been under ihe charge of a

physician, Dr. Boys, 1S3G; Dr. Francis F.

Stribling, aged twenty-two. was made vjs-
iting physician; Samuel Woodward was

keeper, and his wife matron. Dr. Strib¬

ling was afterwards made superintendent-
probablv the first medical superintendent-
and had charge of the hospitai until 3S74;
Dr Robert T. Baldwin was superintend¬
ent from 3S74 to 1879; Dr. A. M Faunt-

ierov 1SS0 (January) to 1SS2; Dr. R. S. Ham¬

ilton, 1.S2-1SS4; Dr. A. M. Fauntleroy, 1SM-

3<»;-'Dr. Daniel B. Conrad. 1SS6 to -2d April,
1SS9,' when Benj. Blaekford, the present
worthv superintendent. was elected.

CENTRAL STATE HOSPITAL.
The Central State Hospitai was under

charge of Dr. J. J- De Lamater from Its
organization, 1859 (as Howard's Grove Hos¬

pitai) till June, 1S70. Dr. Daniel B. Con¬
rad superintendent from July, 1370, to Sep¬
tember, 1S73; Dr. Randolph Barksdale, su¬

perintendent from September, 1873 to

March, 1892; Dr. David F. May w^as super¬

intendent under the -teadjuster State Gov-
ernment from March, 1S92, to April, 15,
1894. when 'Dr. Randolph 'Barksdale was re-

Instated as superintendent, and held office
till October. 1896. Dr. Wm. F. Drewry,

superintendent, 1596 to present time.
In tho SbU-hwestern State -Hospitai Dr.

Harvey Black was superintendent from

March, 18S7, until his death, October, lsss.

He had prevlously served on the comm.t-
tee appointed by the Legislature for the

selectlon of a site for this hospitai, and

had also been chairman of the Buiiding
Committee. Dr. Ro. J. Preston, superin¬
tendent from November lSt 1838, to present

Many of these who devoted their llves
to this specialty have gone to their re-

ward, and time and space wouid fail mo.

even if I could do justice to their memory.
When we oompare the decades at the be-
ginning and prior to tlie present century,
when the characteristlcs of -asylums in
many places throughout tha wor.d. in the
language of another, were "chains, dark-
ness and stripes, hideous cries and fool or¬

ders," with the present decade. when so

many of the appliances of hea'.th. comfort
and pleasure characterize these institu-
tions with their spacious mansions and
handsome grounds. with well-ventilated,
lightcd and heated apartments, with pure
air throughout the premises. and whole-

somc- food in abundant quantity. with the
regular hours for reerention. fcod and rest.

with the needful bufmild restraint; where
added to these the stateiy trees, the smlling
tlowers, the sp'.ashing fountains, the shining
grass adorn the scer.c. arrest the eye.
and distract attention from the dismal

present, and awakens hope. where the
readim-room, with its voice from the ottt-

er world arouses sympathy with the ani-

mating* pursuits of men and stirs the love
of pleasure and ambition; where music,

too, the earliest remedial agent of insan-
ity, with its voice of harrmny exercise the

demon of madness, nnd last, but not

least, .among tLJese curative agsneies,
where the place of divine worship allures
to brighter worid, where sorrows ce.-tse.

When we consider these things which sci-
ence and humanity and Christianity have
brought about, we can but womier at tho
change.

CAUSB OF HUMAXITV.
While Franklin spoke for humane trcat-

ment, in 1750, and Pinel broke the chains
from the insane in Paris in 3772, and
Luke advocated non-restraint in England
in tha same year, and Rusii, cf Philadel¬
phia, showed that insanity was not a

curse but a disease and required build¬
ings specially devised for its eare. with
skilled physicians in charge. the Galts and
¦Stribling and others in Virginia raised
their voices in behalf of the gentie treat-
ment and abolition of harsh and cruel
methods of restraint. These nob'.e physi¬
cians and humanitarians were in advance
of their age, and. while they could not ed-
ucate pubiic sentiment up to this high
standard in their day, they all did noble
work for the cause of humanity and the
cause of God, and have impressed their
names ancl their influence indelibly upon
psychiatry. We wouid not in this partiai
history ignore or pass over the efforts and
marvellous work of that noble woman.
Miss Dora L. Dix, whose wonderful influ¬
ence in ameliorating the condition of the
insane was felt in Virginia and ail over
the South in bringing about these mar¬
vellous changes.
While all the State hospitals are to-day

endc-avoring to keep up these improved
methods in the care and treatment of the
insane, yet straitened finances necessi-
tating lowered per capitas, have of late
years restricted efforts along many of
these lines of treatment. Many of the
means and facilities for investigation and
rescarch into neuro and psyeho-pathoiogy,
enjoyed by many States. have as yet been
tinimproved in this State, or at least to
a very limited extent.
