What we have aimed at in this article
ie 10 make it clear that régarding an
sflice as property, If the Legislaiure of
Hentucky hed deprived Mr. Taylor of his

As Justice Brewer sald, it was
not the part of the Supreme Court to go
behind the motives of the membars of the
Legislature in the discharge of their du-
tics.

case is one that only accentuates the fun-
damenta] character of that opinlon which
we 50 long have held, that State’s rights
under the constitutlon ars to be protected,
for it is difficult to imegine a1 sironger
point in favor of State’s rights than the
deeision of this august court to the effect
that a State may appoint whatsoever tri-
bunal It chooses to pass upon questions of
the character involved in the dispute he-
tween Beckbham and Taylor, Every en-
lighicned citizen feels that there ought to
be & power llke that which Tavlor sought
to have exercized In hig own behalf on this
occasion, and which the Supreme Caurt
sald was unnecessary 1o say to lawiess
communities and lawless individuals *‘thus
far shall thou go and no farther, but here
shall thy proud waves be stayved.”

DUTIES OF CITIZIENSHIP,

Chicago politiclans are considering a
proposition to ralse the annual salary of
cach member of the Board of Aldermen
to $5,000 a vear. It has been argucd that
members of the Richmond City Council
should be paid a good salary. But it is
doubtful if the public service would be im-
proved thereby. It might, to De sure,
have the effect to make the position so
desirable as that there would be a livelier
contest each wear between prominent
citizens for poslions in our legislative
body, but as a rule members of the Rich-
mond City Council and Board of Alder-
men serve 11 city In a truec patrioiie
spirit, and their work is a labor of love
Such a service is not to be purchased
with doliars and ce We do not mean
that a Counciliman would necessarily be
any the less efficient or patriotic if he
were pald a salary. But the man who
goes 1o the Council in the Tight =pirit
and who serves In the right spirit will
work as falthfully without a salary as
with it, and the chances are that if there
was a salary attached the seramble
would be sop great as to dlscourage men
who have no taste for partisan politics
from entering the race.

The surest way for a ¢ity to get a good
legislative body is for the citizens them-
selyes to take an active Interest In
municipal elections, exert themselves to
bring the best men forward, exert them-=
selves 1o elect the best men and then
when suclhi o Council has been secured,
to take a lively interest in its work and
to ald the Councilmen in the discharge
of thelr difiicult duties. The trouble is
that many eltizens dre too proune to stay
at home and leave the ward politiclans
in control of local politics. There are
many prominent citizens in this city who
never take the trouble to vote in a pri-
mary election, whe give the =ubeet of
local politics no attentlon whatever, and
yet these men are the men to complain
if the city's affairs are not properiy con-
