WELDOY, N. C., May 25.—Specinl.—The
total eclipse of the sun was magnificent
and zrand beyvond anything of the kind
ever before seen here. Weldon was right
in the path of totality, and at 8:50 this
morning the face of the sun was com-
pletzly shut out, and the beautiful golden
ring, ealled the corona, burst in full view
and several stars appeared.

Many nezreoss and other superstitious
people were badly frightened, and all felt
an Indescribable awe as they stood in the
presence of the wonderful phenomenon.
Several Weldon people spread white cloths
upon the ground, as suggested by Proi.
Wood. of the University of Wisconsin, and
notlced just before totality and immedi-
ately after the shadow bands sweeping over
the earth. These bands were plainly visl-
ble this morning a few seconds before to-
tality sweeping from east to west, and®in
an opposite direction immediately after,

Thought it Was Judgment Day.

GREEN BAY. VA, May 28 —Special—
The eclipse of the sun was almost total
at this point, and for a short time re-
zsemhled the evening twilight The cattle
that gere in-the felds returned home, and
chickens went to roost. A great many
eolored people were very much frightened.

One old colored man could be theard for
miles around shouting and singing praises.

A colorsed woman in the village rushed
to the woods, and her voles could distinet-
1¥ ba heard singing and praying, thinking
that judgment day had come.

AMINERAL, VA, May 33 —Special.—Smok-
«d glass was much in vogue at this place
this morning, and many ipeople enioyed
the remarkable and unusual sight of an
almost total eclipse of the sun. This was
at its greatest about 9 o'clock, when the
small rim of the sun was narrowed and
squared off at the end apparently, and
rointing east and west; then the sun be-
came crescent-shaped, with the horns
pointing north and south.

In this position the rim gradually. wid-
ened until the shadow passed away; mean-
while the air was cold and chilly, and
nature was about putting on her nlght
rcbes.
