Boat Construction."

THE HISTORY OF THE SQUIB.

Captain John A. Curtis Was the Mas¬
ter ol'tlie Little Fighter When

Slie Attacked tho Fed¬
eral Flccl.

Thcre are thousands who are aware of
tire fact that tlie extensive building of
torpedo-boats is being carried on In Rich¬
mond, but lew, indeed, know that Rich¬
mond was the "cradle of torpedo-boat
construction."
In 1Hm, a Richmond electrician by the

name of Crawley conceived the idea of a
new vessel for use in warfare, and his
;>lan. was laid before the Navy Depart¬
ment of the Confederacy. After thorough- |
iy considering them, they were adopted
and the construction of the stronger craft
waa begun. Tue wrk. of building this
boat, which was to aid in revolutionizing
tue then modern »methods of naval war¬
fare, was done In this city, at Lee's
Warehouse, which has Ion;; since dlsap-
i"cared, but was at that {ime located near
the shiji-lock. While this strange craft
was building, t!«; i\!. ral fleet concen¬
trated in Hampton Roads and work on the
first of the torpedo-boats was rustled un¬
til she was ready to be put into com¬
mission.

FIRST OF T-iE-l ALL.
This boat, which was the first of modern

torpedo-boats, was most peculiarly con¬
structed and is described by J. S. Barnes,
of the Flagship Agawam, Keet captain of
trie North Atlantic Blockading Squadron.
In a report made to Acting Rear-Admiral
S. F. Lee. Dndbr date of May 24, 1.01, (Jap-
tain Barnes says: "The simplicity of its
construct! '.: a.nel :\~ gnat v"»ci_n_y as a

¦weapon .of war for torpedo purposes, re-

connoitering and picketing in rivers, in¬
duce me to describe the boat in hope that
several of them may be built and fur-
-itiied 'the squadron under your com-
ni.iTi·!.
'"Ft· boat is a propeller, of about thirty

t>> forty feet in length, of sharp model,
moves rapidly under steam and turns with
groat quickness. Her eng ne is covered
with' boiler-iron, making a low eupalo-
ehaped. musket-proof house, which also
protects the fireman, engineer and one or
two sitters. There is a washboard ex¬

tending around the sidos and covering the
forward part, leaving an open cuddy for
sit tors and the pilot, who steers the craft
with a small wheel. Upon the top of the
stem, there is a roller or sheave, over
which passes the gruy to the torpedo staff
and by which the torpedo is raised or

lowered by moans of a winch in the
cuddy. On tho stem is .: go is« -ri· k, to
which the toroedq staff is attached.

ATTACK ON MINNESOTA.
On hor being put into commission, the

ftquib (tho name given to the boati started
for Hampton Roads, under command of
Lieutenant Hunter Davidson. Captain
John A. Curtis, of this city, was the act¬
ing master, while Thomas Ganley, of New
Orleans, was the acting boatswain, H. X.
Wright lirst assistant engineer. Charles
Blanchard flrstrclass fireman, and William
A. Hiñes, of SmiOifield'.. pilot Passing
through the Federal fleet, the Squib set
Jut course for tho flagship Minnesota.
An extract from the report of the Secre-
tory of the Confederate States navy road-;:
"Òn tho night of tho -th instant (April,

isr,.). Lieutenant Commanding. Hunter
Davidson, in command of the torpedo-boat
Squib, ran through the enemy's fleet off

Newport New?, attacked the Minnesota,
exploding a torpedo against her, and
returned in safety under heavy1 fire. The
extent of the injury Inflicted upon the
ship has not yet been ascertained, but
? is believed to be serious. Tiie profes¬
sional skill and coo! daring and judgment
exhibited by Lieutenant Davidson in his
hazardous enterprise merit high commen¬
dation, and confer honor upon a service
of which he is a member."

CAPTAIN CURTIS TALKS.
The portions quoted are from the

'Official Record's of the Union and Con¬
federate Navies." Series !.. Volume IX..
a Government publication just out. Cap¬
tain Curtis was seen regarding the expe¬
dition of the Squib, and said that he
remembered the enterprise quite well. He
also said that, besides being fired on,

attempts to run down the Squib were

made. The Squib was pursued and
afterward abandoned, the crew escaping.
