NEW YORK. July 12..COTTON.Spec¬
ulation in cotton futures to-day wus upon
a hesitating, if not an Indifferent scale,
and was particularly lacking in the ele-

ment of outside Interest. Tho course of
.the market was Irregular within a nar¬
row range of variations: The first call
developed a steady feeling, with prices
unchanged to 4 pointa lower Prices
eased off à couple of points later, and
then there was a rally of 4 points. The
early weakness was the result of unsat¬
isfactory cables and generally unfavorable
crop news. The later rally was without
explanation so far as news material
went. Tho demand appeared to como
chlefiy from the shorts. The summer
positions held a weak "relation to the gen¬
eral list. Sentiment, as a rule, was in¬
clined to be bearish on crop intelligence,
but the strong taiK on the part of some
leading traders here backed up by the
statistical position led to hesitation when
it came to taking the short side. Cables
showed that sentiment in Europe was

very much mixed with crop news from
tnis side. The speculative interests were
dominated mor«;· or less by manipulation.
The market here was finally steady at 3
points higher to 0 points lower.
