The document which excited a great deal
of intersst was one which contained the
deteils of a plot arranged, evidently early
in June, 10 execite an uprising in JManila.
The plan contemnplated an attack upon the
force in the clty and the seizure of arms
and ammunition.

This
time the powers have to deal not merely
with the defenders of the Manchu mini
but, to all appearances, with an up
of the mass of the Chinese people,

imagine that the European powers for the
past two vears have been alming not to
overthrow the dynasty, but to seize China.

This seems o have glven rise to an unpre-
cedented spirit of patriotism.
FEAR A SPREADING.

Ve fear that north China will not
alone be involved in the anti-foreign out-
burst, but that the Yang Tae Kiang valley
will ere long be caught in the vortex.
There have been indications recently which
Insplre us with this apprenension.
