THE OLDEST DUELLIST DEAD. ,

Dr. Oswald B. Fiiincj", Who Pongli
Roger A. l'ryor.

News was received here yesterday of tlie

death al Onaneock, in Aceomac county, of

Dr Oswald B. Finney, one of the most

;,,,,',,; 'men in that section of the State.
He wns eighty-one years old on the ISth
of this month.
Dr. Finn y fought a duel shortly be¬

fore'the war with General. now Judge,
Roger A. Pryor, of the Court ol Common
Ple'us, in Xi w York. Finney was a Whig
and was serving in the Legislature at the
time. Pryor was a Democrat and was

ed'.tlng a newspaper in Richmond. Some
editorial criticism of Dr. Finney's course
in the General Assembly led to a chal-
lenge. The men met on the Manch =1 r

side of James river and fought. The
Doctor w.as wounded in the hip.
.Dr. Finney was very fond of politics,

and after the war there was no more
Intense Democrat in the State than he.
The Doctor was a memb r of the¦ State
Senate about twenty years v-o
He was \<-ry fond ,.:- ruce-horses and

was a great whist-playcr. Every summer,-
until the present one. he Journeyed to the
Virginia Springs, where he met many of
his ante-bellum friends and thev spent
many ha;.;:;.- days together. Dr." Finney
was u man of strong prejudices but
was steadfast In his friendshlps. He was
a devoted Eplscopalian and contributed
largely to the ere tion the beautiful
Episcopal church al 0 :ock, of wl
he w.is senior wardea Th Doctor never
married.
