RAILROADS TO CAPE HENRY.

Work Said to Have Conimeiiccil on an

Eleciric Line Dircct From Nor¬

folk..Cnpo Henry Destiucd to

be a Famous Ilcsort.

(Special Dispatch to Tho Times.)
NORFOLK, VA., Sept. 3..Upwards of

one hundred thousand tons of coal will
be exported to foreign countries from Nor¬
folk during the present month. The British
steamers Homerlc and Gymcric, now at
Lambert's Point, wili take cargoes to St.
Vincent, Cape Verde Isiands, "for orders,"
whence the coal will probably be sent to

some port designated by the buyer. The.
British steamer Strathard wili take prob¬
ably live thousand tons for Nagasaki,
Japan. The freight rate on this cargo is

$1«._0 per ton, so the Strathard wi* earn

on the voyage about JfoO.OOO. The JSritish
steamers Royston, Grange and Canning
have just sailed for Cape Town with car-

goes of Pocahontas coak This is for the
use of Lord Roberts' army.

A BIG COAL F.LEET.
In all some twenty-iive coal-laden steam¬

ers will sail from Norfoik for foreign
ports during the month, and tho business
which has been greatly stimulated since
the Pennsylvania Railroad aequired controi
of the Norfolk and Western, promises to
continue in great and increasing voiume.
Report says that the price obtaincd

aboard- for our coal is abojit ?3 per ton.
Senator Depew, however, plates it at ?2.G-3.
To this price freight must be added. Po¬
cahontas worth at Norfolk, say $3, is worth
at Nagasaki, at present, 13.50 per ton.
Among other steamers presently under

charter to take coal "foreign" from Lam¬
bert's Point, are the Tordenskjold, C.itta
di Mersina and Dunmdre. The latter ar¬

rived at the pier to-day. The Pocahontas
coal field has peacefully conquered the
world, it appears.

NEW RAILIROADS.
Parties in interest say that work upon

an eleetric railway from Norfolk direct
to Cape Henry began to-day. Mr. J. Ed-
ward Cole, the most active promoter of
the new road, is to-day in Princess Anne

county in the interest of the project, and
could not be reached. It is understood,
however, that the work of securlng the
right of way is on foot.
Another line is projectcd to the Cape, this

one to run from Virginia Beach, where
it is proposed to connect with the Norfolk
and Virginia Beach Railroad. Of this line
¦Mr James Worth, of Richmond, i.s presi¬
dent. Rights of way for this line have
aiready been secured, but construction has
not yet begun.
Mr. Cole's is the shorter line, being di¬

rect
'

and about fifteen miles long, while
the' route via Virgirda Beach is some

twenty-four miles long.
It appears likely that Cape Henry will

be a famous resort before many years

elapse.
