the 15th.

mills in the county are elther idle or run¬
ning with greatly reduced forces. lnsteud
of crlppling the union. the order seems to
have had the effect of strengthenlng it.

Dr. LeCato is one of those
members of the Legislature who believes
that the extra session shouid he heid in
Novembei, so that the matter may be dis-
posed of, and let the people reap the early
benelit of constitutional reform.
