Death of a Great Student and Man of

Learning and ol Love,

NEWCASTLE V.
the history of Nav le has 111_ @ s
away o omore heloved man  than  wsas
buried here this week. Rev. BEdward T.
Kenny died at the home of his son-in-law,
Al Howard W. Yoder, on AMonday maorn-
ing. He was in the slxty-seventh year
of his age. Mr. Kenny came here to live
nearly seven vears ago, and in that time
had so endeared himself to the people
of this and adjoining counties that his
death is felt 1o be o great public calami-
ty. Narely has there ever been in this
obscure part of the mountaing of Virginia
a man so pifted with great learning. His
pastor said at his funeral that he was
considered an authority on theology, and
that his learning was so wide and covered
s many branches that he might have been
an authority on many other branches of
metaphysics. He was, from a very small
child, always a student of the great
mysteries of life and its relation to the
Creator, and at scventeen, or eighteen,
was a minister of the Gospel in his scc-
tion of the world—Philadeiphia.

He was born in Ihiladelphin In 1833—
August 5thl In 1855 Mr. Kenny was ad-
mitted to the Phlladelphia Conference of
the 3. E. Church. He served faithfully
and his service was a dlstinguished one
for twenty-three vears. Then his health
became impaired and he was retired.

His health was quite poor when he came
here to live, but the quiet, the beauties of
the léecallty, the fresh alr and freedom
and the absence of factories and war and
bustle of life so Soothed and healed him
that he improved, and obtained license
to preach again, This he lhas done in
many a poor log church far in the re-
cosses of the mountains and in  more
favored locaiities. He has™ndeed been a
missionary, and has seen need of work
and embraced every oportunity.

Alr. Kenny's influence together with that
of his saintly wife and other {riends were
largely instrumental in building o lovely
littla ohurch of his denomination in New-
castle, and his personal influence in the
village for good cannot be overestimated.

% He was kind to the negroes and acted as

their friend and pastor many times, and
the way these poor, ragged, unkempt
country negroes, mha know nothing of
the agitation of eivil rights, worked on
them by ward politicians and carpet-bag-
gers and are still here, a remnant of the
humble colored  serviior—the way these
poor creatures wept over the remains of
Father Xenny, as he was affectionately
called by all clasges, would melt the heart
