BY CHURCH FIRE

Grove-Avenue Congregaton Has

Sympathyofthe Entire City.

TO.TAKE STEPS TO REBUiLO.

Stihscription I'ouks Will Be Issued nt

Once. a«d *hc Woi-k of ILaisinj;
Funds Coinmeiiced Xhc

Xot since the burning of the Grace-Street
Baptlst Church. three years ago. has there
been a tire in Sidhnabna caaslng such
g.nerai dlstress cn- iofrbw as that which
yesterday inorndng t.oycd the Grove-
Avenue Baptlst Churn:. The fire was dis-
astrous to the church for several reasona,
3t wiped away one of the handsomest
houscs of divine worship in the South, and
left the congregation without means to

put up another ediflce. The liandsome
church was only insured for $15,000, snd
vherft is a debt. on the church property
which takes $11,000 of the Insuranee money.
The house, organ and other furnishings
«ost $42,000 and had been paid for, the
$11,003 debt tbeing execpted. The iire left
the church without a house of worship
and with but $',000 in money. save a smad
sam, probably less than $1,000, which is to

^ the credit of interest and rfdemptlon.
Members of the congregation are simply

<laze3 by ihe distressing news of the fire.
ilauv of Uiem did noi know their p;ace
of worship had been destroyed until tney
read the morning papers yesterday. ln
this class wc-re a nurober who had attend-
ed the enieruilnmcnt given in the base-
mc-nt last night by Mr. Maurice. of Man-
cttes-ter. for the bencfit of the Sewlng
Circl* of the congregation. Mr. Maurice
had just paid $2<-0 for a new stercopticon
machinc. which he left in the church over

night, and this was burncd, greatly to the
chagrin of the entertaJner.
When the entertainment came to a close

all the lights were put out. and Mr. T. H.
Ellctt, chairman of the Board of Deaoons,
went through the lower part of the build-
ing to see that everything Was all right.
He says he saw no flre and nothing calcu-
latcd to cause any appreheuslon of fire
about ihe premises.

HEA\T LOSSES.
The loss on the church and church fur-

niture is $42,00? and the insuranee is $15,000,
plueed as follows: With the United States
Insuranee Company. J. W. Gordon, agent,
55.000; with the Mutual Assurance Sdcic-ly
of A^irginia, J10.000.
Mr. J. X. Cullingworth carricd an in¬

suranee of JI2,<i0'J on his property, which
is damaged to the extent of $1,500 to $2,000.
His policies are placed as follows: With tiie
PhoenJx. of Erooklyn, J. B. Moore and
Company, agents. 156,500; with the Hart-
ford Fire Insuranee Company. J. B. Moore
tmd Company, agents. S3.O00; with the
T-hoenls:. of Dondon, B. C. Wherry, agent,
$2,500.
Mrs. Cannon's loss will probably amount

to ?i.O00. It is fully covered by insuranee.
The magnificent lib.-ary of Dr. J. B.

Hawthorne, pastor of the church, was

completely destroyed. It was established
in the church buiiding and not a book was

tsaved. Th« iibrary was valued at $5,000
and there was no insuranee ou it. The
loss is an irreparable one so far as Dr.
Hawthorne is conceraed, as many of the
books and pa.pers cannot be rcplaced. Dr.
Hawthorne also lost a large colleciion of
eerroons.
The rnale membirs of the Grove-Avenue

Church mct yesterday at 12 o'cloek at the
Second Baptist Church for the general
.consideration of plans for the future. A
meeting of the congregation will be held
Monday night at the Church of the Cov-
cnunt. at which time active measures
iowards securing funds for the rebuilding
of the church will be taken.
After prayer by Dr. T. S. Dunaway

yesterday Dr. J. B. Hawthorne took the
chair :md open.il the meeting with a brief
reference to the calamlty which had over-

^ taken him and his people. He spoke
feelingly of the destruciion of their beau.
tiful house of worship. and, strong man
though he is, his emotion at times over-
came him, and he was too full for utter-
ance. Hc said. however, that he was
less conceraed about the loss of the buiid¬
ing than about the way h:s people would
Lchave in their afilieijoi. He aske-J them
i" beur up under their aflliction, and
in a trii,- Chrktian spirit to accept the

.-dispensation of Heaven. He said that
he bo.liv.d the Jrove-Avcnuo Church
w..uld prove equal to the oeeasion, and
¦tbai the members would come to the
r Bcue in ihnt spirit which has always
eharacterteed them;

KESIDEN'TS AWAKEXED.
The residents of the neishborhood of the

Grove-Avenue Baptist Church had their
slumbc-rs dis'.tirbed. not only by the burn-
ing of that beautiful ediiice Friday night,
but were awakened and considerably an-

noyed earliei- in the night by a row be-
twecn several negroes in the alley between
Grove and Floyd Avenucs and Linden and
Beech Streets. These desecraters of the
midnight hour made such a -racket that
they starteJ aJ3 the dogs in the vicinity
to barking and howlitig, and for an hour
there was no rest in the neighborhood. The
pcople had just about gotten sound asleep
again when they were reawukened by the
burnhig of the church.

It was at first thought by some that
these negroes proba3)ly had soniething to
do with the church fire, but there seems
to have been no good reason for such a

supposkion.
By special invitation the congregation

of the Grove Avenue Baptist Church will
worsirip at the Second Baptist Church this
morning, and at the First Baptist Church
to-nisht. Dr. Hawthcrne will preaeh at

both services. Hi's text this morning will
be: "T'he lire which tries every man's
work."
