The rain
came down in irr nt?, m i he Linviile
River left i'ts banks and oa ii< everything
before ii.
The bridge acn ss the run, built Iasl

fall by thi Ritter Lumber Company, was
earried away, and the stores were flopded.
and the people living near tbe banks of
the river were obliged to move out all
their hpusehold gooelw to high land. .Tohn-
son and Pritchard saved tlieir store-house
by putting chains around it. Quite a num¬
ber of people lost their winter's wood
antl quite a lot of _iock was washed away
and drowned.
The Ritter Lumber Company, besides

losing about four hundred logs, had sev¬

eral miles of tramroad washed away and
two bridges. lt wiil take two weeks to
put things fn sh...;ie once m ire. While
the storm as going on in this part of the
country, it was equally as bad on the
other side of Mohtezuma.
Along the Toe River trees were tom

up by the roots. Several barns and horses
were washed away. The Linviile River
Railway, wliich runs albng the river for
some distance, was badly damaged, the
track being wash .i away fn several places
and several bridges and trestles were
washed away. The damage will bc con¬
siderable,-as ii rtii! take a month to rt

pair the damages and b.ifore any trains
:_n be run.
