ONE MAN KILLED;
ANOTHER HURT

JamesRanson and John Smith Buried
Under Earth and Timber While

at Work Y.ste'rdsy.
One man was killed outright and another

slightly injured by the caving in of an

embankment, at Fifteenth and Franklin

Streeis, yesterday afternoon. The acci-
dent was due to the collapse of some

shea'thing around one of the pedestals
upon which the viaduct of the Chesapeake
and Ohio and Seaboard Air Line' Rail¬

roads is being constructed.
The dead:
James Ranson (colored), who lived at

the eorner of Tw.hty-elg_.th and Leigh
Streets: caught under timbers and earth
and suffocated.
The injured:
John'^mith (colored). who resided at

No. MG West Broad Street, bruised by
falling earth: condition not serious.
Edward Llndsey was buried in the debris

to the waist. but was not hurt.
A wonderful faci in ebnnection with the

accident is that hiore men were not killed
or injured. A san*;, under Mr. Edward
Mock. was at work around the iron eolumn
rempving the sheathing which had bpen
placed around the concrete used in the cun-
struction of the pfdestal.
This sheathing consisted of heavy tim-

'. bers about thirty feet long. Two men
were above an ihrce below when the col¬
lapse oeenrred. .Ranson was caught by a

falling searitling and was buried under a
large ijuantity of earth and debris. Smith_
was also aimost submerged. The work of
rescu'ng-the m' n was begun at once, and
Smith was soon taken out. Ranson was
not so fortunate. It was neariy an hour
before his life'.ess form was taken from
.the piie of.dirt and timbers.

In /he mc-antime the city ambulanee had
becri stn.moned and Dr. Fisher was doing
all .that ebuld be done for the unfortu-
hate lahorers. II,- saw that Ranson was
dead sr-mctimc "ncfore the body was
rcscued The casuaRy atracted a large
crowd. whieh t>.e poiice had to keop back
in order that Uie men might proceed with
their work of rcscue.

REBUiLD THEIR PIERS.
Nortli Germui IAoyils Will Not Move

to New York.
(By Associiitcd Press.)

NEW YORK. October lii.. lt was an-

nouueed ia Hobaken to-day that the North
Gerniau Lloyd Steamship Ccmpany had
decided to rebuilel their picrs at tiiat city
and had abandoned their intehtlon df re-

moving to New York. Taere. will be three
piers built in place of the- four destrc>yed,
and the buildings will be two stories high,
and nre-proof, as far as possible.
The work of removing ihe debrls of the

"Unless -Mr. Monnett has taken leave ot
