TRADE AFFECTED
BY WARM WEATHER

Influence of the Approaching Election
Is Also Felt,

ADVANCE'IN PRICE OF IRON,

Fear of Frost Damajre Has Increased
Cotton Price Sumctvliat from the

Luw Point of Last Week.Export
Demand Diminislicd.

Unusually warm weather continues the

kading directly unfavorable feature of

distributive trade because of the check
given to retain distribntion, and, therefore,
to reorder business in most lines of dry
goods. wearing apparel and shoes. Con-

servatism, in view of the near approach
of the Presidenrial election, is undoubtedly
an element exercising considerable in-
iluence, particularly in stock speculation,
but a corispicuous exception to this is
found in tho i-eawakenins of demand and
the advances in prices shown in the iron
trado in widely separated seit.ons. Ths
is real.y on.; of t'ne most important dc-
ve.opments of the week, and is taken as

¦indioating not only that coni'idenee m
e.ect.on jesu.ts is feA, but tliut consumers"
stocks are down to a m.n.mum.
Speculation on tbe various exchanges

has ruieu rather siow. An Ith the moving
feature has been the reiteration of stories
of Argeritme crop damage, which was in-
strumentql iu induclng some advanee,
much of which was Iost later.

"COTTON ADVAKCES.
In cotton fear of frost damage has been

the moving lactor, and here, also, some
advanee has been scored from the low
point reaehed last week. Leading au-
thorities look for an active demand tor
lhe alrg_r part of the year's American
crop, and predietions that 11,000,000 baies
are absolutely needed are made. Farm-
ers are slow to follow the price down-
ward, and are reported holding for bet¬
ter prices.
Tbe export demand for cotton is apnn-

rently dimiriished, and this week wlt-
nesses the heaviest single day's exports
from Xew Orleans ever recorded. Xine

1 months' trade returns show a. gain in
manufactured goods exported of per
cent. over a year ago, while the increase
in agricultural products was only U.ii per
cent., this laiter increase being entirely
due to higher prices of cotton as eom-
pared with last year.
The outiook ts for .tn exaggerate export

of at least 440,000,000 this year, a total
never before approached.
A curlous feature is t'hat most of the

increase in the import trade for nin-e
months is in products des'gned to be used
by American" manufacturers so that the
ariomaly is presented of Amrriean manu-
facturers bein-? the largest importers of
foreign proctucts.
