XEW YORK. Nov. 22..There was the

same ebl*-.nd llow in lo-day's .stock mar¬
ket thal have chnractcrized it lor several
_ay_ past. Neitber the beginning nor the
end. however, was so well dcflned as yes¬
terday. The currents and cross-currcnts
were very confusing all day, and made
Jt difficuit to analyz.. the tbne, except
during- a period oi pronouned reaction
which developed after the opening, and
an equally pronounced recovery bclore
.tho close.
The close itself was reaclionary and

weak under the influence ol" a violcnt
break of ._'._. points in Steel and Wire.
That stock got up to 51 in the g-lneral
rally ol the market, but pluhged down-
ward to 4634 in a few minutes. and closed
about there. with heavy olferings still
coming ou the market. Tlu- prolessional
tradrs to Wail Street have worked tor
some time in the faith that they were

following the bull leadership oi combi-
n_.tion of forces .between the most nota.
_i epeculator in the Street and a- newer
and aimost equally dashing operator. who
made his mark, and a deep one at that.
iu the speculation in steei stocks during
the past year and a half.
The. break to Sf__l and Wire coming

r.i'.ir home to this alleged speculative
comhlnatlon, served to uhsettle Sentlment
very coasid ¦rahly at the close. The bear
contingeni succeeded in pretty well get-
:mg Lhe Mpper lia-ud early in the day.
There. was continued strong absorption in
jsoat'l of yesterday-* strong stocks, the
local trac:ion»\U!)d St. Paul being cou-
j?pieuous. *

Later a strong demand developed for
Chesapoake and Ohio on buying said to
bo for Philadelphia account. This stock
moved, up an extreme 2%. This mov'i-
mcat, however. was not sufficient to dis-
¦eourage the proiit-taking and bear pres-
isure, which had been moi-i or less mani-
fest, especially iu the steel stocks. from
tho opening. and the whole market fell
away, without much .support, to thei low-
e of the dav.
The rally wa_. Iriaugurated in St. Paul.

That stock was carried to 130. and the
other grangers, Sugar and the local trac-
.tion stocks mad.l "the readiest response.
An effort was made to continue the move-
mont bv the time-honored device ot bid-
ding up' tiie Ya.nderbilfs.~but this proved
unavailing in face of tlu! acute weakness
shown by the steel stocks.
The news of the day was little regarded.

Some disappointment was felt at the ces-

sation of y.lsterday's heavy demand from
London. i'hat centre turned seller to-day
to the estent of about 40,000 shares on

balance. There was a failure of expecud
heavv dematid for stocks from the \\ est,
which was cut off from wire eommuni-
calioai yesterday. The bears were also
inclined to make capital out of the re¬

ported dispute among* the diplomats at
Pekin, and 'hcir tactics were shown in
tho circylatioi- of :_ rtimor that the Czar
was dead.
The monev market showed no signs of

anv t-lr-ss from ihe large speculaticn,
and wa_ .-lppreciably ea-sier on the large
reo-dpts oi Australian gold here during
-the week. Sterling exehange hardened
on tl"> large selling of stocks by London.
