N. J., made the
ajvocation.
Aiter tho de'.ightful menu had been

scrved, Rev. Charles 11. Dodd. of Xewark.
X. J.. was Inlroducea as the iirst speaker.
His address was one carffui.'y prepared
_pon denominational fraterr.Uy and the
r..ncTU' condition of tne church. ,
Dr. Whlt-dtt spoke upon -.Taking Stock,'

saying that he was never sb pleased witb
the world before.
Dr. Wh.tsitt reviewed bricfiy the progress

if Protes-antism during its four centuries
of life.
"I always countcd it a joy to come to

Richmond." said the speaker. "and this.
my last visit, has Eeen lhe most delignt-
.ul."

in lhe Baptist Position," and the discus-

Rev. E. T. Tomlinson, Fh. G"., of Eliza-

hcth, X. J., was the lirst of the writers,
and began the day well with the pre___ta_
tion of a carel'ully-pivpar<.d paper. He
tiegau by saydng that he would rather
name the strong"pohits. but thai he would
necessarily coniine himself to his subject.
Jle said that there are many people who
believe wirh the Baptists and are such
in principie. but not in name. The point
emphasized most by him as the weakest
among the JSuptists is the fact that their
Independence had caused thvir intcrde-
pc-ndence to suffer. and that Uie grc-a

_d of tho Church was thorough co-op-
r-ration. Another weak point. he said.
is _*_ctari__rilsm and the intcrpretatlon of
the Bible too much as a bo.k of ruies
and not as a book of principles. He
said, further. that too many Baptists
joined men and not churches.

DR. WOODBURX.
Dr. B. F. Woodburn. of Allegheny City,

Pa., foilowed Dr. Tomlinson. He said that
th. great weakness with the Baptists, is
Ealseness to id-als and the tendency to

masciuerade in ecclesiastical old clothes.
He said that the Baptists are living in a

progress in the ra_. ar.d in individuals.

a maturc- man, after years of profession.
fxpresses his faith and feelings with the
same terms he employed in his youth. it
is as ab-urd as if he attempted to wear

the clothes his mother made him when a

boy. Because the false method of holding
one's faith is regarded as meritorious. a

roiigious teacher is often discouraged in
his work. Since after years of residence
with the same people, hc hear in prayers
and exhorta.iicms the same worn counUrs
of e__pr__sion: *-Since ihere are differences
of opinion on many modern questions. we

fhouid ex.reise mutual forbearance and
recognize large latitude :n our Interpl-ta-
ticn of Baptist orthodoxy."

A MAN HEALED
BY A MADSTONE

Mr. 11. P. Morgan, the well-known
watchman at the crossing of the Coast
Line Railroad on upper Hull Street, who
was bitten by a mad-dog two weeks ago,
returned Wednesday from Nor.th Carolina.
where he went ln search of a madstone.
Mr. Morga'ii has an interesting experience
to relate, and is now a tirm believer in
the viftuc of ihe wonderful stone. The
stone he songht belonged to Mrs. Gray,
near Hope, Northampton county, N. C.
**A week ago Monday night," Mr. Mor¬

gan says, "when 1 left here 1 was almost
on the verge of insanity, wheth.r from
the effeet of the bite or the horrible men-

tal strain 1 had been on since tha occur-

rerice I know not, but I felt as though I
would go mad."
He reached the home of Mrs. Gray on

Tuesday and about noon of that day the
stone was applied.

"It was a small, flat ston?. red in ap-
pc-arance, and about the size of a half-
dollar," said Mr. Morgan, "and when
placed on the wound immediately held
fast: there was no shaking it off. So it
remained for 13S hours, at the expiration
of which time, having absoroed all the
poison in the wound, it dropped off."
Mr. Morgan was pronounced healed. Mr.

Morgan says he suffered little or no pain
during the time, but hls imagination was

most active. He has with him a small
madstone, and has since his return ap¬
plied it to the wound. but there being no

poison in his system, it fails to hold.
