OBSERVATORY LOOTED.
Allies Tear Instruments Down Erected

Two Centuries A'j. >·

(By Associated Press..
TIEN TSIN. via Shanghai, December _..

Protests and requests have been forwarded
to Field Marshal Count von Waldersee by
the representatives of the United Slates,
England and Russia, urging the preven-
ticn of the removal ot astronomical instru¬

ments from the observatory at Pekin. Most

Of the principal instruments have been

prepared for shipment and labeled for

Berlin or for Paris.
The Chinese themselves do no protest

because, à's members of Li Hung Chang's
staff put It; their objections would be use¬

less, as whatever they say or do in the
way of protest only elicits uncivil treat¬
ment.
The observatory is universally recognized

as one of the most interesting sights in
I'ekin. Most of the instruments now torn
from their place are over ISO years old.
Many of them are magnificent bronzes,
Lfm!, although not of modern type, can

still be used -for the purposes of astronomi¬
cal observation.
The number of Chinese returning has

been considerably augmented during the
last few days. Apparently thev are friend¬
ly.
The provost marshals of the various na¬

tions art* ben;, daily '?formed ns to the
whereabouts of returning Boxers, but onlv
these are arrested against whom there
is conclusive evidence of having killed
native ChrJstians.
The first locomotive since the siege of

the loga tons ran yesterday from Tien Tain
to Pekin. The line will not be opened,
however, for general use until about De¬
cember 13.

French ami Germans Did It.
(By Associated Presso

LONDON, Dpc. :·..Dr. Morrison, wiring
to the Times from Pekin. says: "In pur¬
suance of, their regretable policy of ap¬
propriation, .the French and German Gen¬
erals, with Count von Waldersee's ap¬
proval, have removed from the wall of
Pokin tha superb astronomical instru¬
ments erected two centuries ago by the
Jesuit Fathers. Half of them will go to
Perlin and the rest to Paris.
.'The explanation of this act of vandal¬

ism is that inasmuch as the return of the
court is so improbable, such beautiful in¬
struments should not be exposed to the
possibilities of injury when Pekin is no
longer the capital."

CONCLUSION DOUBTFUL.

PEKIN, Dec. 3..AU the foreign envoys
have now heard from their Governments
regarding the joint note to tie Chinese
plenipotentaries and a meeting will be
held to-morrow.
