PROTEST AGAINST
FRANCE'S ACTION

United States' Exhibit Laid Under
Embargo at Hayre and Damages

May be Asked.
(By Associated Tress.)

PA PIS'. Dec. ¿T..Thirty ears, forming
part of ih«- Pnited Stales Government ex¬

hibit at the recent Paris Exposition, were

suddenly laid under embargo to-day at

Havre, the railroad compnny «I··« lining to
surrender them pending payment of a

claim ..r r.,71" francs.
This extraordinary action, seriously de¬

laying the departure of the United States
auxiliary cruiser Prairie from Havre for
New Voik with th«; Government exhibits,
was mad.· the subject of a formal protest
to the French Government by United
Stales Ambassador Porter.
The company bases its «hum on demur¬

rage charges <m freight into the «ars

when the goods were brought to the Ex¬
position for installation.

Si ni.· time ago the claim was submitted
and Major Brackett, secretary of the
American CommUslíioii, tímldsttg>i.ted it
and concluded that it. had no foundation
as some of· th« ears charged
against the American Government
never contained official exhibits,
while the others· were cars utilized by
privato exhibitors, and not therefore
chargeable to the Pnited States. «Major
Bracket! thereupon endeavored to secure
a settlement, but without avail. The mat¬
ter dragged along through the summer,
the secretary ol the American Commis¬
sion repeatedly expressing his wállness-
ness ta settle any just claim against the.
Uniied Sta,· -. The company left the
case in an unsatisfactory condition, and
finally «Embargoed the ca-s.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21..The State

Department has decided to send the
amendments to the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty to the British Government through
two channels, one copy being transmitted'
to Lord Pai nice I'ote, the British ambassa¬
dor, and the other through Ambassador
Choate, at London, who will present it to
the Foreign Office.
it is the understanding that the State

Department will make no representations
whatever as to the changes made in the
treaty; the Senate amendments will be
allowed to speak for themselves, and,
the action of the Department in notify¬ing them to the British Government will
be purely formal. As the . papers leave
iNew York on to-morrow's mail steamer,
they should reach London about New-
Year's Day, so that the negotiationscertainly will lapse over into the next
century at the very earliest.

NO ACTION TAKEN.
The Britfc-h Government has not up to

that Lie subject will not be taken, up bythe British Oalbmet until the draft ot" the
amended instrument and the advices of the
British Ambassador at Washington are
received.

in possession of all the data by mail.

TIME ENOUGH TO CONSIDER.

likely that there would be any protest or
other action concerning a subject in Its
creative stages in this country and in
Great Britain, and not yet before Nica¬
ragua and Costa Kicu.
It also can be stated, not on Mr Corea's

authority, but as a fact, ? hut the Nica-
rajiiian Government has no£, up to this
time, defined its attitude on the'amentled
document.

OTH ICH ?.?? EKESTS.
Mr. «Corea forwarded it with full a.l-

vices, hut as the Seirate acted only a few
days ago. there has not yet been time for
the paper to go before President Zelaya's
Cabinet, and even then, as Mr. Corea
has pointed out. it is doubtful whether
Nicaragua will assert lier position in ad¬
vance of receiving overtures as to the
canal.

It appears to ¡be the accepted view, how¬
ever, in Central American quarters, that
the.Senate confined its amendments to the
interests of the United States, and th«·
other maritime countries must take into
consideration the vital interests of those
countries having a water way through
their territory.

THE HOLY DOOR CLOSED.
SJairnificeuC Spectacle Witnessed by

Crowds.
(By Associated Press.)

ROME. December 24..The Pope to-day
performed the ceremony of closing rhe
Holy Door of St. Peter's Cathedral with
the gorgeous forms usual to great
functions of this kind. It was a magnif¬
icent spectacle. There was a great gather¬
ing of the Princes of the Church, who
participated in the ceremony, which was

witnessed by enormous crowds.
The closing of the Holy Door took place

with Che utmost pemp of the Catholic
Churcti. His Holiness descended to St.
Peter's Cathedra,] at 11 o'clock this morn¬

ing, and the ceremony lasted until I P.
M. The Pope then returned to his apart¬
ments, apparently not fatigued.
He intoned Te Deum in a resonant

voice, and throughout gave evidence of
being in excellent health and spirits. He
used tiie artistic golden trowel subscribed
for by the Cattolica of the world in mor¬

taring the three gilded bricks, which he
placed as a ttrst layer on the threshold
of St. Peters· iloor.
The whole Pontifical Court participated

in the ceremonies. The spectacle inside
the vast Basilica was superb. The pillars
of the centrai nave were draped with gold
embroidered scarlet cloth, and the porch
under which the function took place was
transformed into a migniticently decorated
hall. On the left of the Holy Door was
erecterd. the Pontificat throne, covered with
red and gold. On the right hand of the
door stood tribunes for royal personages,
princes. Knights of Malta, prelate*, rep¬
resentatives of the Roman nobility und
other distinguished persons. Inside the
church every inch of spate was occupied
by the throng, which gathered early in
the morning.
A strong detachment of troops, stationed

in the square in front of the cath^lral.
controlled the incoming crowds, wno
literally raced to secure the btrst portions.
The Pope-- left his apartments at 11-aö

A. M., borne in the sacred chair, and
preceded with lighted candles, bishops,
archbishops and cardinals, and escorted
by the Pontifical noble guards·. On his
arrival at 'the portal of £:. Peter's he

I alighted and entered che church through
the Holy Door. As he appeared on the
threshold the solemn and silvery tone«
of the trumpet echoed through the edi¬
fice. The Chapter of the Vatican met him
and presented to him holy water, with
which he sprinkled the congregation. A
religious was- observed which attended the
grandeur and the imprcssiveness of the
vaosasnt.
Borne on the Sedia Gestatoria to the

high altar, he stepped to the ground and

knelt before the most precious relics or
the Catholic Church.
